As not all the comments are realized as proposed, clarification is provided below for the appropriate comments:
· A418. The editor’s note is about additional solution, and is removed in the CR. The search request is made over XDM-5 for both PCC XDMS and external directories. During the TS phase, it would be clarified how the discrimination is made in the search request. If the search request is made for external directories, the XDM Enabler (Search Proxy) forwards the request to CAB Server (IWF), which converts the request to the right form (if required) and delivers the same to the appropriate external directory(ies).
· A419 and A423. The search destination/scope are listed in bullets for clarity, and the idea proposed in the comments are included within the appropriate bullet item (i.e., PCC)

· A425. It is not sure why the comment talks about XDM-6 (seems like a typo). The idea of the proposal is accepted with some modification in the wordings. The protocol solution for the interface is not mentioned, as there is reference.
