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1 Reason for Change

The R01 version of this defers the flows to the TS phase, but are left below to aid in discussion of the edit itself (change 2)

The R02 version of this combines proposed bullet 2 with the bullet 1.  Mike coauthors and proposes the edit. 

This CR responds to the comments listed below.  The CAB Enabler should be able to use PAG Enabler functionalities.  For example:  The CAB Server Contact Subscription Function should be able to use the XDM Subscription Proxy to request and receive aggregated XDM document change notifications of CAB User contacts' PCC.  
The flow in this (R01) version reflects that the contact list is conveyed within the SUBSCRIBE body itself, whereas the R00 version assumed an RLS style approach, implying a pointer to the contact list is conveyed in the body.  However, an XDMS RLS functionality will not exist in the XDM 2.1 timeframe.  This version (R01) correctly aligns with XDM 2.1 (and existing XDM 2.0) functionality.

Since the time the R00 version of this CR was uploaded, the CAB WG decided to defer flow scenario work till the TS phase.  Based on the assumption that all flow scenarios of the CAB AD will be deferred, the flow scenario of Change #1 can just be used for discussion purposes to justify the edit of Change #2 of this CR. 
Furthermore, since the time of the first (R00) version of this CR, the CAB AD section affected in Change #2 underwent heavy ADRR editing. Therefore, the same section is updated in this (R01) version to reflect the CAB AD baseline available on the portal as of June 7th. 

In summary, this CR has a relevant proposed edit to Section 5.3.1.2 to clarify that the CAB Enabler "Contact Subscription Function" of the CAB Server needs to allow XDM Enabler exposed Subscription Proxy functionality (i.e., Enabler reuse).  The CAB architecture should not prohibit reuse of functionality that the XDM Enabler exposes.

5.3.1.2 CAB Server

The CAB Server is a network entity, and SHALL support the following functions:

· Perform mutual authentication and synchronize the AB with CAB Client(s).  CAB Server uses the functionality exposed by OMA DS enabler [OMA DS].
· Contact Status function SHALL perform the following:

· Maintains the Contact Status information in AB XDMS 

· Contact Subscription Function performs the following:

· Generates subscriptions  either directly or via the XDM Enabler Subscription Proxy [OMA XDM] to the CAB User’s contacts PCC based on CAB User’s subscription list from the CAB User preferences and receives notifications of updates from subscribed contacts’ Published Contact Card;  
· Filters information resulting from Contact Subscription based on CAB User’s preferences;

· Updates the information changes resulting from Contact Subscription in the CAB User’s AB;
· Updates the CAB User’s Contact Status information related to the Contact Subscriptions;
· CAB Interworking Function SHALL support the following:
· Import contact(s) information from non-CAB systems into CAB, using the CAB User’s request retrieved from the CAB User Preferences XDMS (e.g. non-CAB address book systems related data).;
· Perform Contact Search towards External Directories, by acting as an XDMS and translating a CAB standard XML based search request into external search requests;

· Format adaptation between CAB standardized data structure and Legacy Formats.

Note: CAB User interactions for conflict resolution arisen from Contact Subscriptions, Interworking and Contact Share is FFS.
· Contact Share Function SHALL support the following:

· Process the Contact Share information (e.g. determine the recipient type, retrieve the AB or PCC data from AB XDMS or PCC XDMS);
· Assemble and deliver the Contact Share requests data towards the target recipients. If the recipient is a non-CAB User, the shared data is converted into a Legacy Format by the Interworking Function and delivered through a messaging mechanism.
Note:  Subscription/notification and retrieval of the Contact Share data from User Preferences XDMS and processing of recipient side requests is FFS.
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
