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1 Reason for Change

This CR complements CR#391 in fulfilling the AI 069. CR#391 proposed the data structure for the CAB Users list and this CR defines the trigger for creating/ populating the CAB Users list data, and also describes the procedures for exchanging this data across the domain. It is based on the concept outlined in INP# 356.
In addition, an informative flow has been added to the Appendix to describe a high-level message sequence.

9. CAB data for cross-domain exchange

The following data is used for exchange across multiple CAB domains to resolve HLF-012 and HLF-013 requirements [OMA-CAB-RD]:
1) CAB User data – defines a list of CAB Users and associated data, which is used to determine whether a non-CAB User has become a CAB User across multiple domains.

2) AB Add data – indicates the data associated with the operation when a contact has been added to the CAB User’s AB. This is used to determine whether a CAB User has been added to another CAB User’s AB across multiple domains.
9.1 CAB User data
A User is identified to be a CAB User when the following conditions are met:

1) An XUI is assigned to the User

2) An associated PCC document to the XUI is created. 




In order to exchange the CAB User list with cross-domains, the appropriate data of all CAB Users SHALL be stored in the CAB Users List Application Usage [CAB XDMS], subject to service provider’s policy. How to maintain the data (e.g. keeping the list up to date) in the CAB User List Application Usage is out of scope of this specification.

CAB data exchange between multiple CAB domains
This section describes basic flows to illustrate exchange of the following CAB data between multiple CAB domains:
1) CAB User data
2) AB Add data
C.7.1 Exchange of CAB User data
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Step 1: A CAB User is identified. See sub clause 9.1 “CAB User data”.
Step 2: To exchange CAB User data with remote domains, the CAB User data is stored in the CAB User List Application Usage [CAB XDMS] in the home domain e.g. with an HTTP PUT operation using XDM-4i.

Step 3: An HTTP 200 OK message response is received from the CAB XDMS acknowledging a successful operation.
Step 4: The CAB Server (in the remote domain) retrieves the CAB User list information from the CAB XDMS (of the home domain) using either SIC-2 (SIP:SUBSCRIBE/NOTIFY) or XDM-4i (XCAP GET) or XDM-7i (XQuery) operations. These operations are subject to service provider’s policy (e.g. via Access Permission settings).

Step 5: Upon retrieving the CAB User data from the home domain, the CAB Server (in the remote domain) processes the CAB User data (e.g. notifies the CAB User in its domain that one of his contacts in the AB has now become a CAB User).
