Change 1: Section 6.2.1.1 Import non-CAB Address Book
6.2.1.1 Import Non-CAB Address Book
If a CAB Client wants to import non-CAB address book data into CAB AB, the CAB Client SHALL use the <import-non-cab> element in the CAB Feature Handler XML document [CAB XDMS] to store the non-CAB address import request data, and SHALL use the procedures as described in the [OMA XDM Core] subclause 6.1.1 “Document Management” with the following clarifications:
1)
SHALL use  A “org.openmobilealliance.cab-feature-handler”.

2)
SHALL populate <non-CAB-source> and <credential> elements.

The CAB Client SHALL use the <response> element of the <import-non-cab> element to indicate the status of the request to the CAB User, with the following clarifications:

1) SHALL use either subscription operation or document management operation as specified in [OMA XDM Core] to the CAB Feature Handler XML document [CAB XDMS].
2) SHALL use <import-non-cab> “id” attribute that is associated with the same request.
3) SHOULD performs AB synchronization with <contact-type> value set to “contact-added”, as specified in Section 6.4, when <response> element is “Success”.

a) SHOULD delete the whole import request of <import-non-cab> element, when AB synchronization is completed.

Change 2:  Section 5.4.1 Interaction with non-CAB AB Systems

5.4.1 Interaction with Non-CAB AB Systems

The data for the scheduled import requests of contact(s) from non-CAB AB systems into CAB SHALL be retrieved from the CAB Feature Handler Application Usage [CAB XDMS]. This is accomplished either by document management operations or subscribing to changes to XML document containing the requests in CAB XDMS [CAB XDMS]. The retrieval is performed via the XDM Agent (see subclause 5.5 “ XDM Agent”).

The Interworking Function SHALL use the encrypted access parameters supplied in the requests to obtain access to the non-CAB AB systems and retrieval of the non-CAB AB data. 


After successful imported and format adaptation of the each imported contact, the Interwork Function:

1) SHALL use <contact-subscription-update> element from CAB User’s preference XML document [CAB XDMS] to identify how to store the imported contacts, as follows:
a. When <contact-subscription-update> element is “true” and imported contact is not in the AB XML document [CAB XDMS], Interwork Function SHALL apply the user personalization preferences and update AB XML document in [CAB XDMS] with the resulting changes and SHALL set the value of <contact-type> element as the following:
1. If there is no conflict, then <contact-type> element value is “contact-added”. 
2. if there is conflict, then <contact-type> element value is “conflict”.
b. When <contact-subscription-update> element is “true” and imported contact is in the AB XML document [CAB XDMS], Interwork Function SHALL apply the user personalization preferences and update AB XML document in [CAB XDMS] with the resulting changes and SHALL set the value of <contact-type> element as the following:
1. If there is no conflict, then <contact-type> element value is “updated”. 
2. if there is conflict, then <contact-type> element value is “conflict”.
c. When <contact-subscription-update> element is “false”, Interworking Function SHALL store the imported contact to a new <contact> element in AB XDMS, and SHALL set the <contact-type> element to “contact-added”.
2) SHALL set the value of <contact-source> element to the value of <non-CAB-source>.
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
