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1 Reason for Change

This CR (re-)introduces two very basic parameters for CAB MO with the following explanation:
1) CAB-Rel
Rationale: A MO object typically evolves independently of the CAB specification release. In order to tie a particular MO to a particular CAB release, a CAB-Rel parameter is necessary with a cardinality of one or more. 
2) Provider-ID

Rationale: A Provider-ID is used to identify the service provider of the CAB Service. For e.g. XDM MO has also specified this information. It was argued that CAB MO can re-use the same parameter (i.e. ProviderID) from XDM MO and the main concern with this approach is that the providers of CAB and XDM are not always the same. In a situation where two separate XDM-based services are using the same XDM Client, this parameter will be able to distinguish the CAB service provider from other XDM-based service provider.
