6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Revise the current Contact Share flow
C.4.1 Originating Side 

C.4.1.1 Contact Share towards a CAB User
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Figure 2 :  Flows of Contact Share towards a CAB user

Step 1;
CAB client A performs a HTTP PUT containing Contact Share data in CAB User Preference XDMS, using XDM-3i interface. The request contains the reference to contact entry and may also contains <what> element as child element of <filter> element as described in [RFC4661].
Step 2:
CAB User Preference XDMS sends the response back to CAB Client using XDM-3i interface.

Step 3: 
CAB User Preference XDMS notifies Contact Share Function (through the CAB Server’s Trusted XDMC) about document changes using SIC-2 interface.

Note: alternatively, the CAB Server can poll the CAB User Preferences document and perfom the steps below after detecting a change in the data.

Step 4:
Contact Share Function sends the response (200 OK) to CAB User Preference XDMS using SIC-2 interface

Step 5: 
Contact Share Function uses the CAB Server’s Trusted XDMC to initiate an XDCP request (HTTP POST) for forwarding Contact Share data to the corresponding CAB AB XDMS through the XDM-4i interface.
Step 6: 
CAB AB XDMS fetches the Contact Share data by applying the reference to contact entry and optional <what> element as child element of <filter> element and generates the XDM Forward request. 
Step 7:
CAB AB XDMS sends the XDM Forward request to the recipients’ AB XDMS(s), using the XDM Enabler interfaces (e.g. XDM-8.2i) as described in the [OMA XDM AD].

Step 87:
CAB AB XDMS receives the response (200 OK) with result of forwarding back from the terminating network.

Step 98:
CAB AB XDMS forwards the response (200 OK) to Contact Share Function.
Step 10:
Contact Share Function performs a HTTP PUT containing the result of forwarding in CAB User Preference XDMS.
Step 11: CAB User Preference XDMS sends the response back to Contact Share Function using XDM-4i interface.
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
