5.2 PCC
5.2.1 PCC Application Usage

5.2.1.1 Structure
The document SHALL include one root element <pcc >, which 

a) MAY include an <address> element containing a postal address of this PCC.  This element MAY contain vCard compatible Language and Pref parameters.   This element MAY contain the following child elements:

1) a <free-text> element, which represents alternative identification of the physical address associated with the PCC.  

2) a <location> element, indicating the positioning information related to this address.  

3) a <time-zone> element, indicating the time zone information related to this address. 

4) a <country> element, corresponding to the country in which this address is located;

5) a <region> element, corresponding to the region (e.g., state, province…) in which the address is located. The <region> element contains one or the other of the following:
a) a string 
b) a sequence of <adminarea-name> elements and <subadminarea> elements.  The <subadminarea> element, if needed,  is a sequence of <subadminarea-name> elements.
6) a <locality> element, which represents the locality in which this address is located (e.g. village, city, town…).  The <locality> element contains one or the other of the following: 
a) a string
b) a sequence <locality-name> elements and  <sublocality> elements.  The <sublocality> element, if needed, contains a sequence of <sub-locality-name> elements
7) a <extended-address> element, which represents additional delivery information, has an attribute "premises-type" and  contains one or the other of the following: 
a) a string
b) a sequence of <premises-name>, <premises-number>, and <sub-premises> elements.  The <sub-premises> element, if needed contains a sequence of <sub-premises-name> and <sub-premises-number> elements.
8) a <street> element, which represents street name related information.  The <street> element contains one or the other of the following:
a) a string
b) a <thoroughfare> element, which contains a sequence of: 
(1) <thoroughfare-name> and <thoroughfare-number> elements, and one <subthoroughfare> element, if needed, to further describe the address location.   The <subthoroughfare> element contains a sequence of <thoroughfare-name> and <thoroughfare-number> elements.

10) a <postal-code> element, which represents the code for postal delivery (e.g., ZIP code) for this address. The <postal-code> element contains one or the other of the following:
a) a string
b) a sequence of <postal-code-name> elements
11) a <postal-delivery-point> element, which represents delivery point information for this address (e.g., PO Box).  The <postal-delivery-point-name> element contains the following:
a) a sequence of <postal-delivery-name> elements
12) a <post-office> element, which represents delivery point information for this address (e.g., the name of the post office).  The <post-office> element contains the following
a) a sequence of <postal-code-name> elements
13) a <rural-delivery-point> element, which represents delivery point information for this address (e.g., name of a farm or rural area).  The <rural-delivery-point> element contains the following:
a) a sequence of <postal-delivery-name> elements
14) any other elements from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility.
The <location> element MAY include:

a) a <free-text> element, describing the location information of this address using free text.

b) a <latitude> element, indicating the latitude of this address; This element contains 
i. <degrees-measure> element
ii. <minutes-measure> element
iii. <seconds-measure> element 
iv. <direction> element
b. a <longitude> element, indicating the longitude of this address. The element contains
i. <degrees-measure> element
ii. <minutes-measure> element
iii. <seconds-measure> element 
iv. <direction-measure> element
c. an <altitude> element, indicating the altitude of the location
d. a <meridian> element
i. <datum>
ii. <datumcode>  for example EPSG Code, WGS-84
iii. <projection>
iv. <projectioncode> for example EGSG Code
e. a 'geo' <uri> element that provides detailed location information 
The <time-zone> element MAY include:

a) a <description> element, describing the time-zone information for this address using free text.

b) a <utc-offset> element, presenting the offset of the time from UTC as defined in [ISO 8601]

c) a <uri> element, pointing to the location where a detailed time zone information is stored

The type of the <free-text> element is “String”;





The type of the <utc-offset> element is “String”;
The type of the 'geo' <uri> element is specified in [draft-ietf-geopriv-geo-uri-04]
The type of the <uri> child element of the <time-zone> element is “String”, its value is a single URI;

The <country> element SHALL be used to indicate the country using a two-letter “Alpha-2” format, as specified in [ISO3166-1], The type of the <country> element is “String”;






The <degrees-measure>, <seconds-measure>, and <minutes-measure> are normalized string;
The <adminarea-name> element has an optional attribute "adminare-name-type", which can take the  values:  "city", "state", "territory", or "province"

The <subadminarea-name> element has an optional attribute "subadminarea-type", which can take the values:  "county", "district", "province", or "region";
The <locality-name> element has an optional attribute "locality-name-type", which can take the values:  "Municipality", "PostTown", "Place", "Suburb", "Town", "Area", or "Zone";
The <sub-locality-name> element has an optional attribute "sub-locality-name-type", which can take the values of : "Municipality", or "Village";
The <premises-name> element has an optional attribute "premisis-name-type", which can take the values:  "Location", "SubPremises", "InternalThoroughfare", "ReferenceLocation", or "Type";
The <sub-premises-name> element has an optional attribute "sub-premises-type" can take the value:  "Room", "Suite", "Apartment", "Shop", and "Office", or "Unit";
The <extended-address> element has an optional attribute "extended-address-type", which MAY take the following values: Airport, Area, Building, Farm, Hospital, House, Landmark, LargeMailUser, Lot, RailwayStation, ShoppingComplex, University, or Unit;
The <thoroughfare-name> element has an optional attribute "thoroughfare-type", which can take the values: "PreDirection", "PostDirection", NameAndNumber", "NameAndType", "Unstructured", "Subthoroughfare", "RefLocation", or "Type";  
The <post-code-name>, <postal-delivery-name>, <rural-delivery-name>, <post-office-name>, <thoroughfare-number>, <premises-number>, and <sub-premises-number> elements have an optional attribute "identifier", which can take the following values: "RangeFrom", "Range", "RangeTo", "Prefix", "Suffix", "Number", "Separator", or "Extension".  
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
