5.1.1 AB Application Usage

5.1.1.1 Structure
The Address Book SHALL conform to the structure described in this subclause. The schema definition is provided in sub-clause 5.2.1.3 “XML Schema”.
The AB document of each CAB User SHALL have an <address-book> element.  The <address-book> element SHALL contain zero or more <contact> child elements.  A <contact> element and a descendant element of a <contact>element MAY have an ‘expiration-date’ attribute.

The structure of <contact> element is FFS.

Change 2:  5.1.1.7 Data Semantics (of AB document)
5.1.1.7 Data Semantics
The ‘expiration-date’ attribute is of “dateTime” type and indicates a date after which the information represented by the element is not valid.  If the attribute is not defined, it means the information does not expire.
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
