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1 Reason for Change

Justification

The following PoC requirement according to OMA-RD-PoC-V2_1-20080901 requires support in CBUS.

	If the PoC Client supports 'Condition Re-evaluation' then the PoC User, who specified the rules for Dynamic PoC Group SHALL be able to additionally require, that during an ongoing PoC Session the members of the Dynamic PoC Group whether Participants or not, are continuously monitored and the Dynamic PoC Group rules are re-evaluated continuously.
NOTE:
The continuous monitoring and re-evaluation of Dynamic PoC Group members are moved to CBUS V1.0.
	PoC V2.1


According to the note above requirements for continuous monitoring must be added to CBUS V1.0 RD. This is proposed to beadded to subclause 6.2.8 “Evaluation Information Retrieval”.

The current text in CBUS V1.0 RD subclause 6.2.9 “Conditions Evaluation” is not clear about whether all URIs of a URI-list in a request will be re-evaluated or not in a periodic evaluation. The above PoC V2.1 requirement requires that CBUS is able to “remember” the original potential targets for the evaluation. 
These requirements on CBUS should be visible in CBUS V1.0 RD in order to cover the move from PoC V2.1 RD. A note is also added to the new requirements in order to provide traceability to the move.
Summary of Change

The requirement for continuous monitoring and re-evaluation is moved from PoC V2.1 RD to CBUS V1.0 RD.  

Scope of Change

Subclauses 6.2.8 and 6.2.9 are affected.

Consequence if not accepted

A requirement item moved from PoC V2.1 RD has no or unclear support in CBUS V1.0 RD.
