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A016: If RLS is used Presence V2.0 is needed. Otherwise, it is enough with Presence V1.1. But to be able to use
          RLS the Presence 2.0 or later must be used. Thus current reference to Presence AD 2.0 is correct.
          By using XDM 1.1 CBUS would have to access PoC XDMS to retrieve Group <list> element. In principle
          this is only a question of configuration of AP. But there is no Profile XDMS in XDM 1.1 that can provide User
          profile information. Evaluation Information would be restricted to Presence and LOCSIP information. With
          XDM V1.1 CBUS cannot fulfil the requirements to evaluate User profile information. To summarize, the
          lowest enabler versions needed is V2.0 for both XDM and Presence. This is already stated in the section 2.1
         “Normative References”. The ADRR comment A016 can therefore be closed without action.
A049, A050, A052: As XDM, Presence and LOCSIP are optional the dependency description should be revised. A dependency to DM enabler needs to be added. The Editor’s Note in 5.1 can then be removed.

5.1 Dependencies


5.1.1 Collaboration with Evaluation Information sources
5.1.1.1 XDM Enabler

When XDM Enabler is available, the CBUS Enabler retrieves Evaluation Information from the XDM Enabler. The XML documents stored in Shared Profile XDMS can be accessed using procedures defined in the XDM Enabler.

The CBUS Enabler requires a co-located XDMC in order to interact with the Shared Profile XDMS, as specified in [XDM_AD].
5.1.1.2 Presence Enabler
When Presence Enabler is available, the CBUS Enabler retrieves Evaluation Information from the Presence Enabler. The Evaluation Information can be accessed using procedures defined in the Presence Enabler.

The CBUS Enabler requires a co-located Watcher in order to interact with the Presence Enabler, as specified in [PRS_AD].

5.1.1.3 LOCSIP Enabler 

When LOCSIP Enabler is available, the CBUS Enabler retrieves Evaluation Information from the LOCSIP Enabler. The Evaluation Information can be accessed using procedures defined in the LOCSIP Enabler.

The CBUS Enabler requires a co-located Location Client in order to interact with the LOCSIP Enabler, as specified in [LOCSIP_AD].
5.1.2 Collaboration with Service Enablers

The CBUS Enabler provides a variety of services that can be invoked from service Enablers. These Enablers can assume one or more of the following roles:

· CBUS Client: requests condition based URIs selection from the CBUS Enabler; and,

· XDMC: manages Conditions for pre-defined Groups.
5.1.3 Collaboration with Device Management Enabler
When DM Enabler is available, OMA DM as specified in [DM_SO] provides the support for remote provisioning and management of the Management Object containing necessary configuration parameters for the CBUS Client.
