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1 Reason for Change

The CPM AD does not contain the descriptions of the Message & Media Storage component along with its interfaces. Other contributions (OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0083 & OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0085) already propose descriptions of the component itself, but no proposals are made with respect to the interfaces.
As in our analysis the Message & Media storage is best realized with a regular mail store; therefore the proposal is to use the standard mail protocols for the interfaces to/from the Message & Media Storage.
