The CPM AD has five places mentioning VAS:

1. Definition of VAS: does not touch upon VAS in the client

2. Introduction: does not touch upon VAS in the client

3. Architectural Model and Diagram: only VAS client specific place is a dashed box next to the client. 

4. Section 5.3.2.8 which has specific text on VAS client
5. Section 5.3.5.3.1 which is written from a server-side VAS point of view. It does not apply or would even contradict settings where a VAS is in the client.
So, the choices we have is either to

Remove “VAS in the client” from the AD, or
Fill in what is missing, most notably a more thorough description, similarly as it is available for “VAS in network” in 5.3.5.3.1
Just mentioning “VAS in the client” as done in 5.3.2.8 seems not acceptable as stressed by Orange comment A478.

We propose to take the first approach (i.e. remove “VAS in the client” from the AD) as OMA never standardizes interfaces for use inside clients. 
R01: discussion of original CR in Prague was undecided between keeping or deleting the offending sentence in 5.3.2.8. Considering the issue again, the author came to the conclusion that this sentence and the box in the diagram should be deleted, i.e., no change compared to the original CR. Reason is that client-internal interactions are outside the scope of standardization, also see comment A0877 above.
