6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add text to section 5.2.3.4.1
           5.2.3.4.1 Adding Participants  

When a CPM User wants to add one or more new participants to an ongoing CPM Group Session, the CPM Client SHALL send a session addition request to the CPM Controlling Function, through the CPM Participating Function and the SIP/IP core requesting that the new participant(s) be added to the ongoing CPM Group Session. The CPM Client SHALL send the CPM Session Identity as well as the invited user address(es) in the request.

The CPM Controlling Function SHALL consult operator policies as well as Pre-defined Group policies to determine whether the request should be granted or not. Operator policy may impose rules such as the maximum number of participants for a session.  The Pre-defined Group policies may specify whether the requesting CPM User is authorized to add new participants and whether the invited users are allowed to be part of the session based on criteria such as age etc.

If the request is authorized, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL send a CPM Session Invitation request to the new invitee(s).

The CPM Controlling Function SHALL acknowledge the request to the inviting CPM User with either the successful or unsuccessful result of the request.
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
