6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Addition in Section 5.3.1.1
5.3.1.1 CPM Interworking in the Controlling or Terminating Network
This subsection describes the interworking functionality in the CPM network receiving a CPM Message or a CPM Session Invitation.

No CPM originator user preferences are involved in the interworking decision, either in whether to interwork, or in which domain to interwork towards.

When selecting Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL take into account only those Non-CPM Communication Services, in which the CPM originator has or was assigned a routable Non-CPM Communication System address. 

If there is no routable address for a Non-CPM Communication Service assigned to the CPM originator, the CPM CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL reject the CPM request with an error response.
When the CPM Interworking Selection Function receives the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation at first time, the CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL act as proxy and forward the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation to the CPM Interworking Function. For the session-based CPM Message, the CPM Interworking Function SHALL establish CPM Session with CPM Client and receive the CPM Message in media path.
If the CPM Interworking Function receives error response from a Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Interworking Function SHALL send the CPM Message or the CPM Session Invitation to the CPM Interworking Selection Function, the CPM Interworking Selection Function
· SHALL select the other Non-CPM Communication Service and deliver the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation to the CPM Interworking Function interfaced with the selected Non-CPM Communication Service. 
· SHALL notify the CPM originator of the failure of interworking if no other Non-CPM Communication Service to choose.
For the session-based CPM Message, the previous CPM Interworking Function SHALL establish CPM Session with the newly selected CPM Interworking Function and receive the CPM Message in media path.
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
