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1 Reason for Change

The current SD does not contain a flow of the process to transform a CPM 1-1 Session into a CPM 1-N Session. This process needs to be documented to allow users to extend a CPM Session they may have with one other principal to include other principals.

This change request adds the normative text for this to the SD.

Note 1: This change request is related to change request 2008-0694, which adds the normative text related to the transformation process to the SD.

Note 2: This document is the successor of document OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0630. Due to the extensive changes required to that document is has been decided by the submitter that a new contribution was more appropriate than a revision of OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0630.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new section (section C.2.2.1) in call-flows Appendix.
C.2.2.1 Adding CPM Users to an existing CPM One to one Session
This section describes the case where the CPM Client participating in a CPM One to one Session adds CPM Users to the CPM Users, and thus transforms the CPM One to one Session to a CPM Group Session.
NOTE: To reduce the complexity of the figure no SIP/IP Core elements are shown. However, the SIP/IP Cores are being used to relay the SIP messages between networks and elements within those networks.
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Figure 1: CPM Client adding users to an existing CPM 1-1 Session
1-2. CPM Client A sends a CPM Session Invitation towards CPM Controlling Function X, without specifying Participants.

3-4 CPM Controlling Function X allocated a new CPM Session Identity for the CPM Group Session, and returns that CPM Session Identity in the OK response to CPM Client A.
5-7. CPM Client A sends a CPM Session transfer request towards CPM Client B (using the signalling path negotiated for the CPM 1-1 Session), requesting CPM Client B to transfer the CPM 1-1 Session towards the newly created CPM Group Session.
8-10. CPM Client B responds with an Accepted response.

11-12. CPM Client B send a CPM Session Invitation towards the CPM Session Identifier to join the CPM Group Session.
13-14. CPM Controlling Function X accepts the new Participant and returns an OK response.
15-17. CPM Client B notifies CPM Client A that it has successfully joined the CPM Group Session.

18-20. CPM Client A acknowledges the reception of the CPM Session transfer notification by sending an OK response. It also stop sending Media on the CPM 1-1 Session and starts sending Media on the CPM Group Session.
21. CPM Client A adds CPM Client C as a Participant to the CPM Group Session, as shown in section C.2.2.
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
