Extending to a Large Message Mode CPM Message after fetching Media
This subchapter describes the case where a CPM Participating Function has to extend Pager Mode CPM Message to a Large Message Mode CPM Message after Fetching Media due to Pager Mode size limitations.
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FigureXX: Extending to a Large Message Mode CPM Message in CPM Participating Function
1. CPM Client A sends a Pager Mode CPM Message towards a recipient.
2. SIP/IP Core A routes the Pager Mode CPM Message to CPM Participating Function A triggered on the CPM Service indication and CPM Client A’s CPM Address.  

3. CPM Participating Function A fetches Media from Message and/or Content Storage like described in D.4 and/or E.2. After that CPM participating Function checks the new size of the CPM Message and detects that Pager Mode Message size is exceeded.

4.-5. CPM Participating Function A sends the signalling part of a CPM Message in Large Message Mode towards a recipient. This signalling part consists of a SIP INVITE Message containing the MSRP link in the SDP body. This Message is routed by SIP/IP Core A towards CPM System B
6. CPM System B sends the media part of the CPM Message directly towards CPM Participating Function A. This message consists of a MSRP VISIT Message which will open a MSRP Connection.

7. CPM Participating Function A returns a MSRP OK towards the CPM System B.

8.-9. CPM System B returns a signalling part SIP OK response after the successful opening of the Media Path. This OK response is routed to CPM Participating Function A along the same Signalling Path. 
10. CPM Participating Function A sends the media via MSRP SEND via the established MSRP connection directly towards CPM System B.

11. CPM System B responses MSRP OK.

12.-13. After successful media transmission, CPM System B sends a SIP BYE Message in order to end the SIP Session via the SIP/IP Core A to the CPM Participation Function A. 
14.-15. Participating Function A responses with SIP OK for the Large Message Mode CPM Message which is routed towards CPM System B via the Signalling Path.

16.-17. Participating Function A responses with OK for the Pager Mode CPM Message which is routed by the SIP/IP Core to CPM Client A.
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
