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1 Reason for Change

The following editor’s notes are still present in the SD, in the section providing a flow of a CPM Client registering:
Editor's note: It's FFS whether step 3 is necessary for non 3GPP/3GPP2 SIP/IP Cores.

Editor's note: It's FFS whether step 4 can happen before the CPM Client registration.

Contributions OMA-MWG-CPM-2009-0221 and OMA-MWG-CPM-2009-0222 provided a first approach to handling these editor’s notes. During discussions at the Helsinki meeting it was indicated that an other approach was necessary, in order to properly reflect all possibilities. In this approach, the subscription to Registration Event Information was to be moved to a separate flow and section, and it needed to be made clear that all steps after the 3rd-party register were optional, depending on the availability of the 3rd-party register in the SIP/IP Core.
This change request implements the above mentioned alternative in the SD.

C.1.1 CPM Client Registering

This subchapter describes the case where a CPM Client registers.
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Figure 3: CPM Client registration 

1. CPM Client A sends a registration request to SIP/IP Core A.

2. SIP/IP Core A registers CPM Client A and informs CPM Client A about the result.

3. SIP/IP Core A informs CPM Participating Function A about the registration of CPM Client A.
NOTE: Steps 3, 4, and 5 only happen when SIP/IP Core A supports informing SIP Application Servers of CPM Client registrations.

4. CPM Participating Function A confirms delivery of the registration information by sending an OK response.

5. CPM Participating Function A subscribes to the Registration Event Information, as shown in section C.1.2.3.




Change 2:  Add new section on PF subscribing to Registration Information Feature.

C1.2 Registration Event Information Flows
C.1.2.3 CPM Participating Function Subscribing to Registration Event Information
This section describes the case where a CPM Participating Function gets a list of CPM Clients used by the same CPM User with a possibility to get later notification of the changes of the registered CPM Clients used by the same CPM User.
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Figure 4: CPM Participating Function subscribes to the Registration Event Information

1. CPM Client A1 registers to SIP/IP Core A.

2. SIP/IP Core A registers CPM Client A1 and responds with an OK response.

3. CPM Participating Function A sends a Registration Event Information subscription request to SIP/IP Core A.

4. SIP/IP Core A authorizes the Registration Event Information subscription request and if successfully authorized, SIP/IP Core A responds with an OK response.

5. SIP/IP Core A sends a Registration Event Information notification to CPM Participating Function A, informing CPM Participating Function A about the currently registered clients (in this case only CPM Client A1).

6. CPM Participating Function A confirms delivery of the Registration Event Information notification by sending an OK response.

7. Sometime later, CPM Client A2 registers to SIP/IP Core A.
8. SIP/IP Core A registers CPM Client A2 and responds with an OK response.

9. SIP/IP Core A sends a Registration Event Information notification to CPM Participating Function A, informing CPM Participating Function A that CPM Client A2 has registered.

10. CPM Participating Function A confirms delivery of the Registration Event Information notification by sending an OK response.
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
