1. A CPM Client A sends a CPM Session Invitation with a conversation recording request towards CPM Client B. 
2-3. According to the conversation recording request the CPM Participating Function A sends a CPM Session Invitation towards the CPM Client B on behalf of the CPM Client A so that the CPM Participating Function A stays in the Media Path of the CPM Session.
4-5. The CPM Client B accepts the received CPM Session Invitation and sends an OK response towards the CPM Participating Function A.

6. A SIP session is established between the CPM Participating Function A and the CPM Client B.
7. The CPM Participating Function A accepts the CPM Session Invitation from the CPM Client A on behalf of the CPM Client B and sends an OK response towards the CPM Client A. 
8. A SIP session is established between the CPM Client A and the CPM Participating Function A.
9.  The CPM Client B sends Media to the CPM Participating Function A through the CPM Session.

10. The CPM Participating Function A filters the received Media with filtering criteria if included in the conversation recording request and then record the filtered output to the Message Storage Server of the initiating CPM User.
11. The CPM Participating Function A sends the received Media to the CPM Client A through the CPM Session.
