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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution presents thoughts on the need of updating/creating System Description stage 2 to depict Delivery Notifications & Read Reports.
2 Summary of Contribution

The interworking Technical Specification may be hard to follow without showing Delivery Notifications and Read Reports in the stage 2. 

Should we update the stage 2 to show them, in the interworking context?
3 Detailed Proposal

The interworking Technical Specification may be hard to follow without showing Delivery Notifications and Read Reports in the stage 2. 

The System Description provides informative scenarii. 

Some show Delivery Notifications, occasionally in interworking context.

None show Read Reports.

Should we update the stage 2 to show them, in the interworking context?

3.1 System Description survey

The OMA CPM System Description is evolving, and quite close to maturity.

Its current version shows stage 2 for CPM <-> CPM Pager (see C.3.1.1 to C.3.1.4) & Large Message (see C.3.2) modes, as much for intra than inter-system. 

The SD shows Pager Mode with Disposition Notification (see C.3.1.5) intra CPM system, but does not show interworking cases.

The SD does not show Large Message Mode with Disposition Notification.

The SD has an interworking section which shows:

1. For outbound interworking (CPM to Non-CPM)

a. Pager Mode interwork at origination. It shows delivery notification request and delivery notification but does not show read reports (C.4.1.1).

b. Pager Mode interwork on termination. It does not show delivery notification request, delivery notification, nor read reports (C.4.1.2).

c. Large Message Mode interwork on termination. It does not show delivery notification request, delivery notification, nor read reports (C.4.1.3).
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2. For inbound interworking (Non-CPM to CPM )

a. Non-CPM sending a message to a CPM user. With Delivery Notification request. It shows delivery notification but does not show read reports (C.4.2).
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3.2 Possible answers to the question

Possible answers to the question “Should we update the stage 2 to show them, in the interworking context?”

a. As long as the normative sections of the SD show proper handling of the Delivery Notifications and Read Reports, we are fine and don’t need informative stage 2.

b. We are big boys
, we know what we do… or it’s variant: “trust us”.

c. Yes, would help, if time permits.

d. Yes, this is absolutely needed to increase readability.
