1 Reason for Change

This CR specifies the procedure to change Request-URI when interworking is decided by user preference in the terminating network.
R01: Addresses the comments received in Shenzhen interim meeting.
· For better understanding divide bullets into cases rather starting with SHALL (ORANGE)
· In case of interworking with e-mail service, the target e-mail address is provided by recipient CPM User and presumably has no correspondence with the recipient CPM User’s CPM Address (ORANGE, MOTOROLA)
· SIP URI to TEL URI conversion is put to FFS (ERICSSON)

Overall: disagree
Details: what is the additional information given compared to CR #490? We should avoid repetition of information as such repetition causes maintenance problems later on.
ZTE: CR 490 and CR 491 are addressing two different aspects. 

CR 490 is about assigning routable address in non-CPM Communication Service environment to CPM Originator as source address.

CR 491 is about changing target address (i.e. Request-URI) when interworking is decided by user preference in the terminating network.
R02: In general agree and include Ericsson supplement on the same topic (CR 555) with the following comments:

a) Reason for change

"It mostly agrees with ZTE’s 0490R01 & 0491R01, but provides alternate wording. " IMHO, it is only applicable to CR 491 which is about insertion of  target address when interworking is decided by user preferences. CR 490 is talking about different topic i.e. assigning source address 

b) It proposes to make use of XDMS to store SIP URI to TEL URI mapping... there might be some other ways but we can agree with this.

c) It assumes that Request-URI always contain SIP URI but it might not be always true

d) The proposed text is coming directly under section 5.1.2. In my opinion, as it is addressing a specific issue (inserting target address when interworking is done at terminating based on user preference) so it should be specified with the proper sub-section.

Change 1:  Add the following to clause “5.1.2
Selection of the Interworking to the proper Non-CPM Communication Service”
5.1.2 Selection of the Interworking to the proper Non-CPM Communication Service
5.1.2.x
Modifying target address upon interworking based on user preference
When ISF selects IWF to interwork with the corresponding non-CPM Communication Service, the ISF:

1. In case of interworking is decided with SMS or MMS non-CPM Communication Services, 
· SHALL use the TEL URI if carried in the Request-URI as a target address in non-CPM Communication Service 
environment; otherwise，

SHALL convert the SIP URI carried in the Request-URI to the TEL URI retrieved from XDMS as described in “Retrieving User Preferences” from [OMA-CPM-TS-Conv-Func], according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core;

2. In case of interworking is decided with e-mail non-CPM Communication Service, SHALL fetch the “mailto” URL  from the target user’s preferences retrieved from XDMS, as described in “Retrieving User Preferences” from [OMA-CPM-TS-Conv-Func], and insert it as a Request-URI.
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
