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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the following Editor’s Note in Section 6.1.1.3 of OMA-TS-CPM_MessageStorage-V1_0-20090916-D.zip:
Editor's note: IMAP’s CONVERT command operation is suitable for previewing image Objects. Preview request for text messages or other kind of stored object is FFS.
IETF has initiated a work item to expand the scope of the IMAP CONVERT extension to include parameters corresponding other media objects. It has issued a companion document to the IMAP CONVERT (RFC 5259) extension in draft state as “draft-melnikov-lemonade-convert-params-03.txt”. This draft, in its 3rd revision, defines additional conversion parameters for conversion of images, audio, video and textual body parts.  It also demonstrates additional CONVERT usage scenarios.

It is, therefore, proposed that, in light of IETF’s recent work, the above editor’s note be deleted from the TS and the text of the “Object Preview Fetch” operation be revised appropriately as shown in Section 6 below and a reference to IETF’s latest work be added too. 
This R01 Revision addresses the comments received from Ericsson during the CPM F2F Meeting in Shenzhen as reported in OMA-MWG-CPM-2009-0507R02-MINUTES_22Sep2009_Shenzhen as follows:
Comment 1) its draft and there can be more option to do this.

Comment 2) adaptation shouldn’t be done in storage. Fetch preview should be done under the control of PF.

Addressing the first comment, this operation corresponds only to stored objects and the Message Storage server provides a “preview” of the stored object upon the CPM Client’s request. Supporting IMAP4 and its extensions, the Message Storage Server should offer such compliance, hence being capable of supporting adaptation. It should be clear that the adaptation function may also be supported by other CPM entities, e.g., the PF as proposed in CR#521 by Ericsson. 
Regarding the 2nd comment, there are other OMA enablers using LEMONADE technology, and the use of “Convert Parameters” is the core convert extension of IMAP4, which meet CPM RD requirements. OMA can certainly define their own convert parameters based on UAPROF or any other mechanism they wish. But, if the point of this comment is for the referenced IETF specs being still in draft state, the reference can be made conditional to the completion of the LEMONADE Draft. 
To conclude, a qualifying Editor’s Note is added to the proposed reference to the LEMONADE Draft.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adding Clarification & Removing EN 
6.1.1.3  Object Preview Fetch Operation

Upon receiving a preview request from CPM User for the object stored in Message Storage Server, Message Storage Client SHALL send a CONVERT or UID CONVERT with the UID pointing to a stored object on the Message Storage Server to be previewed for the supplied format and dimensions according to the CONVERT or UID CONVERT command of [RFC 5259].

While the IMAP CONVERT command is for previewing image object, a companion IETF Draft offers preview conversion parameters for additional media such as audio, video and textual body parts [DRAFT-Melnikov.] 
Editor's note: The above referenced document, [DRAFT-Melnikov] cannot be formally referenced until it is published as an IETF RFC. Accordingly, the sentence above shall be revised to reflect the change of the document from Draft to RFC.
Note: A “Preview Fetch” operation MAY involve a server-side content adaptation in response to the client request for the stored object in a compacted or digested form rather than in its original full size and shape.
Upon receiving the preview object from Message Storage Server, Message Storage Client SHALL display the preview object to the CPM User.
