5.1.1.1 Set Access Control List

Upon receiving a set access control list request from the CPM User, the Message Storage Client SHALL send to the Message Storage Server a SETACL request with the specified folder, the granted access rights and the authenticated  identifier which  a Message Storage Client has used to login the Message Storage Server. The handling of SETACL is according to the SETACL command of [RFC4314.].
Upon receiving the SETACL request, the Message Storage Server SHALL process the request and return the response according to the SETACL command of [RFC4314.].
5.1.1.2 Get Access Control List

Upon receiving a get access control list request from the CPM User, the Message Storage Client SHALL send GETACL request with the specified folder to the Message Storage Server according to the GETACL command of [RFC4314.].
Upon receiving the GETACL request, the Message Storage Server SHALL process the request and return the response according to the GETACL command of [RFC4314.].
5.1.1.3 Delete Access Control List

Upon receiving a delete access control list request from the CPM User, the Message Storage Client SHALL send to the Message Storage Server a DELETEACL request with the specified folder and the authenticated identifier which  a Message Storage Client has used to login the Message Storage Server. The handling of DELETEACL is according to the DELETEACL command of [RFC4314.].

Upon receiving the DELETEACL request, the Message Storage Server SHALL process the request and return the response according to the DELETEACL command of [RFC4314.].
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
