1. Use the proper CPM terms for "1-1 session" and "group session", i.e. "CPM 1-1 Session" and "CPM Group Session".
2. The "Session" in "SIP Session" should not be capitalized, as "SIP Session" is not a formally defined term.
3. Comment D638 seems to have been mislabeled against the wrong section; the comment applies towards section 8.4.4 instead of 8.3.2. Please include change doing the requested change to the section title of section 8.4.4 in this change request



R02 is for taking care of the 3rd comment together with other comments in the same document.
R03 does not include any new changes but just replies to the comments received from R&A and offline discussion with Ericsson.
· Comment 1:  it is better to wait until the 200 OK is received before dsimantling the session resources. Why was the original text modified to do it the other way around?
( Samsung Reply: Regarding closing a session, RFC3261 says “Once the BYE is constructed, the UAC core creates a new non-INVITE client transaction, and passes it the BYE request. The UAC MUST consider the session terminated (and therefore stop sending or listening for media0 as soon as the BYE request is passed to the client transaction.”
· Comment 2: if you release resources before receiving the 200 OK, the other end of the TCP connection may issue its own SIP BYE
( Samsung Reply: I’m not sure about that case but even if it were so, I don’t see it resulting in a serious situation since it could be controlled by the intermediate entities. Just imagine the case you was disconnected for some reasons while taking in a voice call with your friend. As per the comment 1, the remote client will send a SIP BYE, however it can never receive any response because you lost the connection then, the remote client can not release the media resource according to the comment 2. The both comments are contradictory with each other. In such a case, the remote client should release the session and media resources as soon as it sent a SIP BYE without waiting for a response.

Change 1: Fix 8.4.3 Closing CPM 1-1 Session
8.4.3 Closing CPM Session

8.4.3.1 SIP BYE Request from CPM Client
Upon receiving a SIP BYE request, a CPM Participating Function:

1. 
2. If acting as a B2BUA, it SHALL release Media Plane resources associated with the SIP session, generate a SIP BYE request and send it either to the remote CPM Client in case of a CPM 1-1 Session or the CPM Controlling Function in case of a CPM Group Session according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
3. Otherwise, it SHALL forward the received SIP BYE request either to the remote CPM Client in case of a CPM 1-1 Session or the CPM Controlling Function in case of a CPM Group Session.
Upon receiving a SIP 200 “OK” response, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send it along the same Signalling Path as the SIP BYE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261].
8.4.3.2 SIP Session Timer Expiry

On expiry of the SIP session timer and if the CPM Participating Function behaves as a B2BUA, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send a SIP BYE request to the CPM Client that it serves and either the remote CPM Client in case of  a CPM 1-1 Session or the CPM Controlling Function in case of a CPM Group Session, then release all Media Plane resources associated with  the SIP session according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and [RFC4028].
If the CPM Participating Function behaves as a SIP proxy, it SHALL act as specified in [RFC4028].

Change 2: Fix the section title of section 8.4.4
8.4.4 Modifying a CPM Session 
Upon receiving a SIP re-INVITE request the CPM Participating Function:

1. SHALL act as specified in section 8.4.1.1 “Receive CPM Session Invitation”  except the step 4;
2. If the CPM Participating Function is a B2BUA:
a. SHALL generate a SIP re-INVITE request according to section 7.3.4 “Modify a CPM Session”
b. SHALL include a URI identifying its own address and the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session’ in the Contact header of the SIP re-INVITE request;
3. If the CPM Participating Function is a Proxy, SHALL remove its own address from the Route header in the received SIP re-INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
4. SHALL send the SIP re-INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core.
Upon receiving a SIP final response, the CPM Participating Function SHALL act as specified in section 8.4.1.1 “Receive CPM Session Invitation”.
Upon receiving from an Interworking Function a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response to SIP re-INVITE request for adding a new Media Stream, the CPM Participating Function responsible for making interworking decision:

1. SHALL forward the SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP core or if supported, MAY establish a new session for the new Media Stream.
In order to establish a new session for the new Media Stream, the CPM Participating Function:
1. SHALL check if service provider policy allows to establish a new session for the new Media Stream;  
2. If allowed, SHALL generate a SIP INVITE request and act as specified in section 7.3.1 “Initiating a CPM 1-1 Session” and with the following clarifications:
a. SHALL include a MIME SDP body for the new Media Stream as an SDP offer in the SIP INVITE request.
b. SHALL send the SIP INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core.
3. Otherwise, SHALL forward the SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP core.  
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
