The objective of this comment is to handle the case of 1-1 to Group session modification and that we must clarify in CPM that the CPM User can refuse that modification. It is useful in the case of CPM User temporarly in roaming for example or using interworking to sms for example
we agree that the 7.4.1.1 section if more suitable for this feature and we propose it as a revision 01 of the CR
R02 : see last change
Acision has the following comments to this CR:
1. MAJOR: This CR is actually against section 7.4.4.1 (not 7.4.1.1). The contents of that section have changed considerably in the latest baseline of the Conversation Functions TS and the change request now cannot be applied anymore as the base text basically is not present in the latest baseline anymore. This change request needs to be re-spun against the latest baseline, as it cannot be applied in this state.

2. In step 1 there is a reference to the CPM Client acting according to service provider policies. The service provider policies are enforced in the network, not in the client. You cannot depend on the client enforcing service provider policies as that would be too easy to tamper with. See also feedback to document 2010-0351R01 about this.

3. Step 1 needs to come after step 3, we should only prompt the user if the client is happy with the invitation and will not decline after the user has made it''s decision.
Response Orange: our proposal is to add it as a 1 c

4. The original objection to the base 0354 is still there. The prompting of the user in step 3b still should be optional (with a MAY), instead of being mandated.
Response Orange: ok reflected in the R02

5. Also, this prompting needs to be integrated into step 1. There is now a duplicate prompting of the user.
6. Step 5 cannot be a MAY. If the client doesn''t decline an invitation in step 4, then in step 5 it SHALL accept the session.

7.4.3 Receiving CPM Group Session Invitation

On receipt of the initial SIP INVITE request with the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session’, the CPM Client: 

1. SHALL respond with a SIP 480 “Temporarily Unavailable” if there are not enough resources to handle the CPM Session. Otherwise, continue with the rest of steps; 
2. If a Session-Replaces header is received, it SHALL determine whether a corresponding CPM 1-1 Session exists 
a. if there is no ongoing CPM 1-1 Session whose Contribution-ID is identical to the value indicated in the Session-Replaces header, it SHALL send a SIP 481 “Call/Transaction Does Not Exist” response;
b. Otherwise, continue with rest of steps. 
3. MAY render the CPM Session Invitation to the CPM User based on a local device’s setting;
a. MAY render the subject header as part of the CPM Session Invitation, if present;
b. If a Session-Replaces header is received, MAY render an indication that the CPM Group Session is a replacement for a CPM 1-1 Session;
c. MAY display to the invited CPM User the CPM Address of the inviting CPM User, if privacy rules allow it. The CPM Client SHALL NOT display the CPM address of the inviting CPM User if Privacy header includes value 'id'.
d. 
4. SHALL send a SIP 480 "Temporarily Unavailable" response if the CPM User or CPM Client declines the CPM Session invitation, a SIP 486 "Busy Here" response if the CPM User or CPM Client decides not to take additional session (e.g., if audio session is requested when audio is already part of another session) or a SIP 408 "Request Timeout" response if the invitation times out; Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

5. Otherwise, SHALL accept the SIP INVITE request and then the CPM Client : 
a. SHALL store the contents of the Contact header as the CPM Group Session Identity, as described in [RFC4579];
b. If a Session-Replaces header is received, it SHALL replace the existing 1-1 CPM Session with the new CPM Group Session;
12. SHALL generate a SIP 200 “OK” response to the SIP INVITE request;
a. SHALL include the accepted media parameters and “accept-types” a-line attribute in a MIME SDP body as the SDP answer according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3264], [RFC4566], and for MSRP sessions [RFC3428] and [RFC4975];
b. MAY include a display name as specified in subclause 6.3 “Display Name” in the SIP 200 “OK” response to the initial SIP INVITE request;

7. SHALL send the SIP 200 “OK” response; 
8. If a Session-Replaces header is included in the SIP INVITE request, the CPM Client SHALL send a SIP BYE request to end the CPM 1-1 Session identified in the Session-Replaces header.
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
