6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modify section 7.2.6.2.1
7.2.6.2.1 Retrieving Deferred CPM Message(s) before Receiving a Notification for Expiry
The retrieval and handling of Deferred CPM Message(s) is performed by setting up a session with a CPM Participating Function which has provisioned public service identifier URI defined as CPMDeferredMsgHndlg@<hostname>. The message-URI-ID(s) of the Deferred CPM Message(s) to be retrieved, deleted, interworked or stored are listed in the URI-list as defined in [RFC5366]. The absence of a URI-list in the session set up indicates that all messages are to be retrieved.

When retrieving and handling Deferred CPM Message(s) before receiving a notification about expiry, the CPM Client SHALL perform the following procedures: 

1. If a CPM User instructs the CPM Client to handle one or more selected Deferred CPM Messages, the CPM Client SHALL 
a. generate an initial SIP INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; 
b. include the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.deferred’ in the Accept-Contact header;

c. include a MIME resource-list body as specified in [RFC5366], Each entry in the URI-list identifies a Deferred CPM Message and SHALL contain one of the following parameters: 
i.  “?cpm_action=deliver”, if the CPM User chooses to retrieve the Deferred CPM Message identified by the URI;
ii. “?cpm_action=delete”, if the CPM User chooses to delete the Deferred CPM Message identified by the URI;

iii.  “?cpm_action=interwork”, if the CPM User chooses to interwork the Deferred CPM Message identified by the URI;

iv.  “?cpm_action=store”, if the CPM User chooses to store the Deferred CPM Message identified by the URI.
v. “?cpm_action=forward”, if the CPM User chooses to forward the Deferred CPM Message identified by the URI”;
NOTE: any deferred message not mentioned in the MIME resource-list in the SIP INVITE request will stay deferred.

d. include in the SIP INVITE request a MIME SDP body as a SDP offer according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3264] , [RFC4566] and [RFC4975] with the following additional clarification. The CPM Client: 
i. SHALL set the SDP “accept-types” attribute to a = accept-types : message/cpim; and 
ii. MAY list other formats or use ‘*’ as defined in [RFC4975];
iii. SHALL set the media direction attribute to a=recvonly.
2. If a CPM User instructs the CPM Client to retrieve all Deferred CPM Messages (i.e., no URI-list is present at all), the CPM Client SHALL  
a. generate an initial SIP INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
b. include the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.deferred’ in the Accept-Contact header;

c. SHALL include in the SIP INVITE request a MIME SDP body as an SDP offer according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3264] , [RFC4566] and [RFC4975] with the following additional clarification. The CPM Client: 
i. SHALL set the SDP “accept-types” attribute to a = accept-types : message/cpim; and 
ii. MAY list other formats or use ‘*’ as defined in [RFC4975];
iii. SHALL set the media direction attribute to a=recvonly.
3. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP INVITE request to the CPMDeferredMsgHndlg@<hostname> for the CPM service in the home CPM network of the CPM User;

4. SHALL send the SIP INVITE request to the CPM Participating Function according to the rules and procedure of [RFC3261] and SIP/IP core.
On receiving a SIP 200 “OK” response to the SIP INVITE request, the CPM Client 
1. SHALL generate and send SIP ACK request according to [RFC3261], and if any Deferred CPM Message is to be delivered,
2. SHALL act as an MSRP client according to [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm];
3. SHALL act as an "active" endpoint to open the transport connection according to [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm]; and
4. SHALL establish the MSRP connection according to the MSRP connection parameters in the SDP answer received in the SIP 200 “OK” response according to [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm];
5. SHALL send empty MSRP SEND message to bind MSRP connection to MSRP session from the perspective of the passive endpoint according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4975];
When the CPM Client receives an MSRP SEND request, the CPM Client SHALL handle it as described in section 7.5.1.2 ”Receiving MSRP Request”. 

Upon receiving a SIP BYE request, the CPM Client SHALL respond to the SIP BYE request as described in [RFC3261].
