A CPM Message Storage metadata is the annotation associated with its stored object. The data model or the structure of the CPM Message Storage metadata is the same as the data structure specified in [RFC5464]. At a high-level, the model consists of a hierarchical “Namespace of Entries” with the components of the name being separated by “/”. According to [RFC5464], a generic example of such entry names and their metadata structure is as follows:
