5 Recommendation

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  CPM TS Message Storage Section 5.5 Metadata Structure  

 5.5   Metadata Structure

A Message Storage Server’s metadata is the annotation associated with its stored object. The data model or the structure of the Message Storage Server metadata is the same as the data structure specified in [RFC5464.] At a high-level, the model consists of a hierarchical “Namespace of Entries” with the components of the name being separated by “/”. A generic example of such entry names and their metadata structure is as follows:

/shared/vendor/<vendor-token>

The top level “shared” (versus “private”) entry is associated with the server, which can be shared with authorized users of the server. The next level denotes that it is a particular product of some “vendor”. This entry can be used by vendors to provide either server-specific or client-specific annotations. The “vendor-token” is an IANA registered entry, which uses the Application Configuration Access Protocol (ACAP) for the vendor sub-tree registry.
The Message Storage Server MAY make use of this IMAP metadat model to include “system flag” attributes that can be set by the STORE command.  All system flags begin with "\", and the list of all currently-defined system flags includes the following:

 \Seen, (Message has been read), 
\Answered (Message has been answered), 
\Flagged (Message is "flagged" for urgent and/or special attention), 
\Deleted (Message is "deleted" for removal by later EXPUNGE), 
\Draft (Message has not completed composition (marked as a draft), and

\Recent (Message is "recently" arrived in this mailbox).
NOTE1: All flag assignments and operations SHALL be handled according to the procedures specified in [RFC 3501].
NOTE2: CPM entities SHALL comply with the Message Storage Server’s metadata structure in creating or inserting new data into a stored object’s header, e.g., a CPM Message.
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
