When the originating CPM Participating Function or the CPM Controlling Function receive a CPM Session Invitation, CPM File Transfer request or CPM Message targeted to an address whose URI scheme is not routable in SIP they either:

· SHALL reject the CPM Session Invitation, the CPM File Transfer request or the CPM Message; or,

· SHALL send the CPM Session Invitation, the CPM File Transfer request or the CPM Message to the Interworking Selection Function.
NOTE:
The wv: URI scheme or mailto: URI scheme are examples of URI schemes not routable in SIP.
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
