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1 Reason for Contribution

This Action Item follows the agreement reached on OMA-MWG-CPM-2010-0284R02-CR_CS_CONR_D534_D537.zip to remove any references to “Content Adaptation” in CPM V1.0 documents. A search throughout the CPM documents resulted in finding some instances where this feature was mentioned. This CR relates to the cases found in the CPM TS Conversation Function  document as detailed in Section 5 below.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution concludes that there is no consistency in the CPM 3 TS documents (Conversation Function, Interworking and Message Storage) between themselves or with other CPM documents (RD, AD & SD.)
3 Detailed Proposal
1. The TS Conversation Functions document: No reference to the “Content Adaptation” feature was found in this document.

2. The TS Interworking document: No reference to the “Content Adaptation” feature was found in this document.

3. The TS Message Storage document: One reference to the “Content Adaptation” feature was found in this document, and it was mentioned in an already agreed NOTE in Section “6.3.3 Object Preview Fetch Operation” as follows:

“NOTE3: A “Preview Fetch” operation MAY involve a server-side content adaptation in response to the client request for the stored object in a compacted or digested form rather than in its original full size and shape.”

The optional “MAY” verb is not consistent with the text of the RD in CPM-CONV-004b stating “The CPM Enabler SHALL be able to support the content adaptation for a CPM Message based on device capabilities and service provider’s policies.”  This inconsistency was proposed to be corrected in a CR (# 2010-0810R01) already submitted to fix the RD document.

It is the conclusion of this author that no action (or no additional change) is needed in these three CPM technical specifications documents in order to bring about consistency with other CPM documents regarding the subject of “Content Adaptation”.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
