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1 Overview

In a previous liaison statement, GSMA RCS provided clarification about its objectives and asked OMA whether it was possible to realize the following aspects:

· Create the functional APIs according to the requirements for the UNI/Long Tail APIs
· Define the security framework to support authentication and authorization requirements
· Provide the set of API specifications until December 2010

OMA COM WG wishes to provide you a preliminary feedback to the points above.
2 Proposal

Creation of functional APIs:

· If it is decided in OMA that the COM WG undertakes the requested RCS API work, OMA COM WG would be happy to contribute to the creation of API specifications as soon as some of the current work items in progress in OMA are finalized and a new work item to start the API work is approved. Please be informed that the following Enablers that are related to GSMA RCS activities have been or plan soon to be finalized (candidate approved):
· OMA CAB 1.0: expected end of September

· OMA CPM 1.0: expected end of September

· OMA XDM 2.1: approved on 24 Aug 2010

· Among the categories provided by GSMA RCS, the following categories are considered in scope of the work activities in the COM WG and could be handled: Presence, Chat, File Transfer and Call. However, OMA COM WG cannot certify at this stage that all the detailed functionalities (described in the Annex of the LS received from GSMA RCS) for these categories can be addressed. It would be helpful to have more interaction with GSMA RCS in order to better understand the functionalities mentioned and how they could be mapped to the OMA COM WG related APIs.
Define the security framework:
OMA COM WG does not work on security-related aspects and is unfortunately unable to define the requested security framework. OMA ARC WG may be a more appropriate group to address this part of the request.
Provide the set of API specifications until December 2010:

Given the lack of resources, knowledge and experience about creation of APIs, OMA COM WG is unfortunately unlikely able to provide the requested specifications in the given time frame.
3 Requested Action(s)

No specific action is requested. This liaison statement is in reply to a previous request from GSMA RCS, and OMA COM WG is happy to provide further feedback and collaboration.
