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Reason for Change
This CR proposes correct a minor bug in the procedures for handling SUBSCRIBE requests at the CPM Conference Server: due to the introduction of long-lived group chats in CPM 2.0, it is now possible that the LLGC is no longer active, but still owned (handled) by the CF to whom the SUBSCRIBE was sent. 
In this case, the CF must not perform normal subscription handling, but instead:
· the CF accepts the subscription for the purpose of sending the last known participant list, with the indication that the conference has terminated; 
· after which, the CF immediately terminates this subscription since the session is not currently active.
“Not perform normal subscription handling” is needed because we don’t want the sender of this particular subscription request to be accidentally added to the list before it is sent back to the sender in the NOTIFY message.

Detailed Change Proposal
Change in section 9.2.14.1 to send final participant information if the session is owned by the CF but not currently active:
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CPM Group Session Participant Information Request
Upon receiving a SIP SUBSCRIBE request with the Event header set to “conference” according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4575], the CPM Controlling Function:
1. SHALL, if the Request-URI contains a CPM Group Session Identity, check whether the CPM Group Session Identity in the Request-URI is owned by the CPM Controlling Function. If not, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL return a SIP 404 “Not found” response; 
Otherwise continue with the rest of the steps;
2. SHALL verify the authenticated originator’s CPM Address and authorize the request according to CPM Pre-defined Group policy and/or service provider policy and if it is not authorized the CPM Controlling Function SHALL return a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response and SHALL include an Warning header with the warning text set to “127 Service not authorised” in the response according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261].
Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
NOTE: 	Service provider policy, e.g. number of simultaneous subscriptions exceeded, may cause the CPM Controlling Function to reject the subscription request.
3. SHALL check if the CPM Group Session indicated in the Request-URI is still active. If the CPM Group Session is no longer active, the CPM Controlling Function: 
a. SHALL generate and send a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and  [RFC4575]; 
b. SHALL ensure that no subscription is created for the requesting CPM User, and that the CPM User’s identity is not added to the participant information for the indicated CPM Group Session, whether or not the CPM User is a Participant of that list; 
c. SHALL generate and send a SIP NOTIFY request as specified in section 9.2.14.2 “Sending Participant Information Notifications”, additionally setting the conference Subscription-State header field value to "terminated; reason=noresource" before sending the SIP NOTIFY request to the requesting CPM Client. 
Otherwise, if the CPM Group Session is still active, then continue with the rest of the steps; 
4. In case of CPM Ad-hoc Group, SHALL check if the requesting CPM User is a Participant. If not, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL return a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response and SHALL include an Warning header with the warning text set to “122 Function not allowed” in the response according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261]. 
Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
5. In case of CPM Pre-defined Group, SHALL check whether the authenticated originator’s CPM Address is allowed to subscribe to Participant information according to the <allow-conference-state> action as specified in [OMA-XDM-Group] and if user is a Participant in the CPM Group Session. If it is not allowed or if the requesting CPM User is not a Participant, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL returna SIP 403 “Forbidden” response and SHALL include an Warning header with the warning text set to “122 Function not allowed” in the response according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261]. 
Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
6. SHALL create a subscription to the conference state of the CPM Group Session according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and [RFC4575] and SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and  [RFC4575];
7. SHALL set the Contact header of the SIP response to the address of the CPM Controlling Function;
8. SHALL send the SIP response according to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core;
9. SHALL generate an initial SIP NOTIFY request as specified in section  9.2.14.2 “Sending Participant Information Notifications”;
10. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request to the CPM Client according to the rules and procedure of the SIP/IP core.
When a change in the subscribed state occurs, the CPM Controlling Function SHOULD generate and send a SIP NOTIFY request as specified in section 9.2.14.2 “Sending Participant Information Notifications” and according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP core respectively.
When needed the CPM Controlling Function SHALL terminate the subscription and indicate it to the CPM Client as described in the section 9.2.14.3 “Terminating the Subscription”.
	
Change: remove the restriction in 9.2.14.3 that re-subscriptions not permitted, since they are permitted for long-lived group sessions, even after they are no longer active.

Terminating the Subscription
The CPM Controlling Function:
1. SHALL terminate all subscriptions for Participant information for the CPM Group Session when the CPM Group Session is released and not accept any re-subscriptions;
2. MAY terminate the subscription for an CPM Client when it leaves the CPM Session;
3. For each subscription that shall be terminated the CPM Controlling Function:
a. SHALL generate a SIP NOTIFY request according to the rules and procedures specified in [RFC3265];
b. SHALL set the Subscription-State header field value to "terminated; reason=noresource"; and,
c. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request to the CPM Client according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP core.
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
