Change 1:  Procedures description revised.
6.9 Denoted Messages
The CPM Client SHALL support sending and receiving denoted messages in a group conversation. When sending a denoted message, the CPM Client SHALL add “@somebody” to the original message, and the “somebody” is the CPM User to whom the message is denoted. When receiving a denoted message, the CPM Client SHALL check the “somebody” following the “@” whether the message is denoted to the CPM User it serves. And the CPM Client SHALL distinctly notify the CPM User if the received message is denoted to him/her.
The mechanism is applicable for both group standalone messages and group session messages.
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
