C.X Scenario X: Business Call Enhancements

The flows in this section depict examples of Business Call Enhancements: Callee (business representative) is sharing business information (e.g. media content from yellow page service) to caller (consumer) on the call at the time when the call is being established or during the call.
C.X.1 High Level Flow
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Figure X High Level Flow – Enhanced Business Call
The above figure shows the business user (EVC User B) sharing business content to its consumer (EVC User A) when the call is being established and/or during the call, the major steps include:

1. When the call is being establish or during the call, the EVC Client B get link to business content from the appropriate External Content Source. The EVC Client B includes these links in the EVC Report Event (includes Rich Call, and links to content) that it sends to the EVC Server.
2. The EVC Server sends EVC Notify Event (including Rich Call, and links to contents of EVC User B) to the EVC Client A to provide the selected links and data to the EVC Client A.
3. The Content Handling Client (e.g. Web) in the UE A fetches the EVC User B’s contents based on the links received in the EVC notification event.
The External Content Source(s) provide credential and authorization capabilities to manage the consumers and business users to access business contents. These may be various external entities (e.g. yellow pages, business content servers, etc.) which are out of scope of EVC specification.
In the UE, the MMTel/CS Client, EVC Client and Content Handling Client(s) interact to enable the EVC Client to provide the enriched calls and experience. The internal interaction between these clients in the UE is out of scope of this specification.
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
