Appendix C. Architecture Scenarios and Flows                       (Normative)
C.Y Scenario Y: Call Enhancements - Multiple Device Supports
The flows in this section depict examples of Multiple Device Supporting – Call Enhancements: Callee (EVC User A) has multiple UEs (UE1 and UE2), and can select one of his/her UEs to fetch and show the rich contents shared by Caller (EVC User B) on the call at the time when the call is being established and/or during the call.
C.Y.1 High Level Flow
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Figure Y High Level Flow – Multiple Device Supports
The above figure shows EVC User B (Caller) shares his/her content to EVC User A (Callee) when the call is being established and/or during the call, and EVC User B selects one of his/her UEs to fetch and show  rich content shared by EVC User A. The major steps include the following:

1. When the EVC Clients (in the UE1, UE2 and UE3) start, they register to EVC Server.
2. When the call is being establish and/or during the call, EVC User B uses UE3 to retrieve link(s) to his/her rich content from the appropriate Content Server. The UE3 includes these links in the EVC post event message (includes Call info, and links to rich content), which is posted to the EVC Server.

3. The EVC Server notifies the EVC post event message to each of the User A’s registered UEs (e.g., UE1 and UE2) via EVC notify event (includes Call info, and links to rich content).
4. The User A ignores the notification from UE1, and selects the UE2 to fetch and show the shared contents.
5. The Content Handling client (e.g. Web Client) associated with the EVC Client in the UE2 fetches and shows the rich content of EVC User B.
Note1: It is assumed that the EVC User A has the appropriate authorization and credentials to fetch the rich content shared by the EVC User B from the Content Server(s).
Note2: The UE hosts EVC Client, Call handing clients (e.g., MMTel Client), and contents handing clients (e.g., Web Client), which are cooperating each other in the UE.
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
