2 Summary of Contribution

The response provided in this contribution to be discussed during the contributions presentation.

3 Detailed Proposal

The primary intent of this ALU comment is to facilitate the work of the EVVM specification development in the AD-TS phase of  the fast track process. The main reason for the proposal to have use cases, however, is the  ambiguity that some group members expressed to have seen in some requirements. Certainly, for those requirements with clear description and straight forward solution to be fulfilled, we need no use cases.

In fact, some CRs (e.g., from Samsung), had already included the corresponding use cases for their proposed requirements.  But, their change request did not include the use cases to be incorporated in the RD’s Appendix B. This contribution proposes that we first identify those already existing use case, and then see if there can be new use cases that could help us understand controversial requirements, e.g., ZTE’s use cases on service continuity. 

By this comment, this author would like to propose that those group members who have contributed specific EVVM requirement items to please consider doing the following:

1. if their contributions, EVVM Requirements CR, had contained use cases, but the use cases were NOT proposed to be incorporated into Appendix B, propose their inclusion in Appendix B.

2. if their contributions had not contained use cases, but they think providing use cases would help understand their proposed requirement better and would facilitate development of the EVVM specifications, prepare the use cases for inclusion in Appendix B.
