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1 Reason for Change

This contribution addresses the CONRR comments as below.

1. CONRR comments A003, A010 and A016
There is not detailed solution to address how to manage the associated contents in the AD and TS, so it’s better to set the Associated Content related requirements as Future release. The term “Associated Content” is used in the requirements, so, it’s reasonable to keep the definition.
The requirement ISC-MDS-004 is about the metadata and associated content. Since the associated content related requirements will be set as Future release, suggests that splitting ISC-MDS-004 to two requirements, one is about metadata ISC-MDS-004a, another is about associated content ISC-MDS-004b.

This CR suggests that setting the requirements ISC-MDS-004b and ISC-MAN-002 as Future release.
