5 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new event package for group-searching
M.3 Group search event package
A new event package is defined for searching Content Viewing Group. The ISC Client subscribes to this event to search group information with searching 
riteria. The ISC Server Media Function sends matched Content Viewing Groups’ information to the ISC Client using this new event package.

NOTE: This event package needs to be registered with IANA and a new draft will be written and presented to IETF.

This section fills in the information required for all event packages by [RFC3265].

· Package Name

The name of this package is “group-search”

As specified in [RFC3265], this value appears in the Event header field present in SUBSCRIBE and NOTIFY requests.

Event: group-search
- Event Package Parameters

The SIP event framework allows event packages to define additional parameters carried in the Event header field.  This package, group-search, does not define any additional parameters.
· SUBSCRIBE Bodies

The body of the SUBSCRIBE will consist of an XML body containing the contents list metadata as described below.

The namespace URI for elements defined in this proposed event package is a URN, using the namespace identifier ‘ietf’.  This URN is: urn:urn-7:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.isc.group.search.
A new MIME type, application/vnd.oma.isc.group.search, is defined for this event package:

MIME media type name: application

MIME subtype name: vnd.oma.isc.group.search
The MIME body SHALL include a <Creteria> element, containing:
a. A mandatory <user-id> element, contains subscriber’s identifier, which indicates who initiates the subscription;

b. A mandatory <cv-id> element, contains identifier of Content View, which indicates subscribing the information of the Content Viewing Group(s) as viewing the indicated Content View;
c. A optional <cv-name> element, name of Content View, which indicates subscribing the information of the Content Viewing Group(s) as viewing the Content View(s) with the name;
d. A optional <cv-keywork> element, pre-defined keyword of Content View, which indicates subscribing the information of the Content Viewing Group(s) as viewing the Content View(s) with the pre-defined keyword;
e. A optional <s-flag>, global searching flag, which is flag if searching all possible Content Viewing Group(s) or only searching the Content Viewing Group(s) the subscriber is being in or is invited to participated in;

- Subscription duration

Subscriptions with an Expires header of both zero “0” and “non-zero” values are supported; 

- Accept type
Accept header field including “application/device-cvg-search+xml”. 

· NOTIFY body

The body of the NOTIFY will consist of an XML body containing the Content Viewing Group list metadata as described below.

The namespace URI for elements defined in this proposed event package is a URN, using the namespace identifier ‘ietf’.  This URN is: urn:urn-7:3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.isc.group.search.
A new MIME type, application/device-cvg-search+xml, is defined for this event package:

MIME media type name: application

MIME subtype name: device-cvg-search+xml

The root element of the Content Viewing Group list metadata document is a < group-search-info > element. 

The < group-search-info > element:

SHALL contain one or more <group-info> elements (or empty) listing the information of the searched Content Viewing Groups.  

The < group-info > element:

SHALL include a < group-id > element indicating the searched group’s identifier;

SHALL include a < group-address > element indicating the searched group’s address;

MAY include a < group-name > element representing the searched group’s name.
The < group-info > element MAY contain other sub-elements or attributes to provide more information of the searched groups.
