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1 Overview
The OMA COM was pleased to receive LS S1-141590 on MCPTT Requirements (May 2014) from 3GPP TSG SA1. This liaison stated “3GPP SA WG1 would be interested in having feedback from OMA on the following:

· As part of the ongoing work in OMA is there a plan for OMA to do an assessment of the MCPTT SA1 requirements and the degree to which they are already met within what is already standardised within OMA PoC?

· Could OMA indicate what plans you have with respect to the MCPTT work in 3GPP?”

OMA COM is continuing its work on the Push-to-Communicate for Public Safety (PCPS) project that is tasked with consolidating OMA PoC v1.0, v2.0 and v2.1 requirements into a single PCPS v1.0 specification.

The OMA COM does not have plans at this time to assess the degree to which MCPTT SA1 draft requirements are already met by existing OMA PoC standards. OMA COM suggests that such an assessment be done by 3GPP based on the latest input from OMA COM which is OMA-RD-PCPS-V1_0-20140428-D. This document contains a full list of requirements that have been realized by stage-2 and stage-3 specifications within OMA in previous releases of OMA PoC. The effort within OMA COM PCPS builds on this established standard. 
In addition to the Reqs consolidation, current OMA COM PCPS work includes— updates to existing specifications to synchronize to 3GPP Release 12 (i.e. SIP/IP Core operation alignment with 3GPP Release 12 LTE architecture; PoC Multicast alignment to use eMBMS over LTE).
OMA COM has the following plans for future work with respect to MCPTT in 3GPP:

· OMA COM PCPS intends to create application and service layer (stage-2 and stage-3) technical specifications by accepting MCPTT requirements developed by 3GPP
· OMA will develop application and service layer standards in a synchronized manner with 3GPP. PCPS V1.0 is the first in a series of Work Items. This work is in preparation of future PCPS Work Items which accept MCPTT requirements and use cases from the harmonized global Public Safety requirements being developed in 3GPP SA WG1.

2 Requested Actions
1. OMA COM requests that 3GPP TSG SA and SA WG1 consider the information contained in this Liaison statement when continuing its work on MCPTT.
