The title “About Messaging Services” does not exist in the IM SIMPLE spec. It should be “Introduction”

  Change: 

· 2. when the IMPoC User wants to send the request to all the Participants of the Discrete Media used in PoC SessionIM Conference, The “To” header of the message/CPIM wrapper SHALL be set to the IM Group Identity in case of Pre-defined Group and PoCIM Session Identity in case of Ad-hoc Group;

· SHALL append “isfocus” parameter to its own identity as SIP URI parameter  whenever a requested is originated from the MSRP switch . The URI parameter SHALL be constructed by MSRP switch as : conf = isfocus
Change 6:  Clause 7.2.3.3 wording change and added failure code handling from new IM spec

· 2. The PoCIM Server SHALL check the “To” header field(s) of the Message/CPIM of a MSRP request. 

· If the “To” header field(s) contains the PoCIM Session Identity or IM Group Identity, the PoCIM Server SHALL consider the request as a message to be distributed to all Participants of the IM Conference SessionDiscrete Media used in PoC Session, otherwise continue at step 3. The PoCIM Server:

· a) SHALL check if the “max-size” SDP attribute was negotiated by a PoC Client using the Discrete Media of SDP had been received from the invited IM user in the SIP 200 OK response to the invite. If it has not been negotiatedreceived, the PoCIM Server will continue processing. If it has been negotiatedreceived, the PoCIM Server SHALL compare the “max-size” value with the total size of the message received in the Byte-Range parameter in a SEND request of a chunked message. 

· i. If the total message size is larger than the “max-size”, the PoCIM Server shall not the send the message to this particular invited PoCIM Clientuser and SHALL indicate that a Failure report is to be returned to the sender.

· 2. The IMPoC Server SHALL check the “To” header field(s) of the Message/CPIM of a MSRP request. If the “To” header field(s) contains  the IM PoC in the MSRP group session which is  either IM Session Identity or IM Group Identity with “isfocus” as URI parameter, the IM PoC Server SHALL consider the request as a message to be distributed to all Participants of the IM Conference SessionDiscrete Media used in PoC Session, otherwise continue at step 3. The IM Server: 

· a) SHALL check if the “max-size” SDP attribute was negotiated by a PoC Client using the Discrete Media of SDP had been received from the each invited IM user in the SIP 200 OK response to the invite. If it has not been negotiatedreceived, the PoCIM Server will continue processing. If it has been negotiatedreceived, the PoCIM Server SHALL compare the “max-size” value with the total size of the message negotiatedreceived in the Byte-Range parameter in a SEND request of a chunked message. If the total message size is larger than the “max-size”, the PoCIM Server:
i. SHALL NOT the send the message to this particular invited PoCIM Clientuser;
ii. SHOULD indicate to that particular invited IM PoC user that the message has not been delivered  by sending a system message with content-type text/plain from an IM Conference Discrete Media used in PoC Session as defined in section 7.2.3.5 “System Messages from an IM Conference”;  

iii. A similar system message may also be returned to the PoCIM user who sent the message that was too large; and 
iv. SHALL indicate that a Failure report is to be returned to the sender;
Change 7:  Clause 10.1 rewording and reformatting from new IM spec

[the last sentence of bullet 4 is new]
Replace the contents of clause 10.1 with the following:
When an PoC Client receives instruction to send one or more files or to request one or more files with the extended SDP information, the PoCIM Client:

· 1. If the file is to be transferred during an ongoing session, SHALL send a re-INVITE as described in [OMA-PoC-CP] “PoC Client PoC Session modification" 7.2.1.6 "IM session Modification”, with the description of the file to be transferred in the SDP as described inaccording to rules and procedures of [RFC5547]; 

· 2. If there is no ongoing session, SHALL follow the procedures defined in [OMA-PoC-CP] “PoC Client PoC Session modification" 7.1.1.2 “Establishment of a one to one session”
·  if the file transfer is to one recipient or in  7.1.1.3“IM Client initiates an Ad-Hoc Conference” if the file transfer is to a list of recipients, or in 7.1.1.4 “IM Client initiates a Pre-Defined IM Conference” if the file transfer is to a pre-defined group and with the description of the file to be transferred in the SDP according to rules and procedures of [RFC5547];
· 3. SHALL add the file media description to the SDP settings as specified in [RFC5547];
· 4. request to one recipient, if more than one file is to be sent or is requested, each set of file media descriptions SHALL be separated as described in [RFC5547].  In case of more than one recipient, the PoCIM Client SHALL send only one file media description at a time;
After the PoC Session initiation or the PoC Session modification successfully finishes, the PoC Client sends the file using the appropriate Discrete Media MSRP transport.

5. When the 200 OK response for the last MSRP SEND of a file transfering Discrete Media is received, the PoCIM Client SHALL continue close the MSRP session for that particular file transfer according to the procedures defined in 10.2 “File Transfer Session  Release”. 
Change 8:  Clause 10.2 editorial changes from the new IM spec
Replace the contents of clause 10.2 with the following:
When a fFile with the extended SDP information has been transferred, the PoCIM Client 

· 1. MAY start a timer for a suitable amount of time to (e.g. 30 seconds) determine if instruction to send another file with the extended SDP information or series of files with the extended SDP information to the same destination will be received from the PoCIM Uuser, unless it is already running due to another previously finished file transfering with the extended SDP information Discrete Media of the same PoC Session. If the PoC Client does not receive the instruction until the timer expires, the PoC Client SHALL remove the file transfering Discrete Media from the PoC Session; or
· 2. MAY remove the file transfering Discrete Media from the PoC Session immediately.

When the PoC Client removes the file transfering Discrete Media from the PoC Session, the PoC Client:
If the timer set by the client expires, the IM Client  

· SHALL release the PoC session as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] "PoC Client leaving a PoC Session"send SIP BYE, if there is no other used Media Stream in the PoC Session had been only one-file to be transferred or if the file just transferred is  the last remaining media stream in the SDP; or, 
· SHALL disconnect from all the file transfering Discrete Media that have already been transferred  by PoC Session modification as specified in [OMA-POC-CP]  "PoC Client PoC Session modification"send re-INVITE to set the port in the media line to zero for the file that has been transferred, if there is any other used Media Stream than the MSRP-file transfer  media stream in the SDP file in the PoC Session.
· In the case of multiple media lines for multiple different file transfers , the IM Client SHALL send the re-INVITE to set to zero the port number of all of the media lines corresponding to the MSRP- files that have been transferred.

Change 9:  Clause 10.3 - minor editorial changes from the new IM spec
Replace the contents of clause 10.2 with the following:
When the PoCIM Client receives a SIP INVITE request or a SIP re-INVITE with SDP offer containing a “file-selector” parameter, the PoCIM Client

· 1. SHOULD  render to the PoCIM user the file description parameters received;When the IM user accepts some or all of the offered files;

· 2. The client SHALL accept from the IM user input regarding the file (s) he is willing to accept; 

· 3. The IM Client SHALL include in the generate a SIP 200 “OK” with an SDP answer containing the media descriptions of the requested files as described in [RFC5547], if the Media Stream offering the file is accepted by the PoC Client.;
· 4. The IM Client SHALL send the SIP 200 “OK”

Change 10:  Clause 10.4 – New section in new IM spec
[new section, add it to the endorsement]
10.4 Controlling Server procedures for File Transfer
Upon receiving of an initial SIP INVITE request for File Transfer, the PoCIM Server:

-
1. SHALL determine if more than one file media description is present in the SDP, and if so, it SHALL reject the request with a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response to the PoCIM Client. The PoCIM Server SHOULD include a Warning header with the warning text set to '121 Function not allowed due to only one file allowed' as specified in subclause 5.6 "Warning header”. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
-
2. SHALL execute the procedures specified in 7.2.1.2 “AD-hoc IM Group Set up request” if the SIP INVITE includes a MIME resource-list body with the invited IM Users as specified in [RFC5366]; 

-
3. SHALL execute the procedures specified in 7.2.1.3 “Pre-defined IM Group Session setup request” if the SIP INVITE request includes an IM Group Identity, which identifies a Pre-defined IM Group in the request URI that is owned by the IM Server.

Upon receiving a SIP 200 "OK" response for the SIP INVITE request, the PoCIM Server: 

-
1. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response to the incoming SIP INVITE request and continue with the rest of the steps if the SIP final response is not yet sent to the Inviting PoCIM Client. Otherwise do not proceed with the rest of the steps;

-
2. SHALL include an SDP answer containing the file media description of the file as described in [RFC5547];

-
3. SHALL send a SIP 200 "OK" response to the Inviting PoCIM Client according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core; 

-
4. SHALL keep information about all of the 200 OK responses received from any of the invited PoCIM recipients to determine which IM Clients accepted to receive the File Transfer.

-
5. SHALL interact with MSRP switch as specified in 9.4.4 “Controlling Server Procedures for Group Communication”.

Upon receiving a SIP final response other than 2xx or 3xx that is one of the SIP 4xx, 5xx or 6xx final responses the PoCIM Server SHALL:

1. keep information about which of the invited PoCIM Clients has sent a 4XX, 5XX or 6XX response, so that the file is not sent to those PoCIM Clients;

2. if a SIP final response other than 2xx or 3xx was received from all the Invited PoCIM Clients then the PoCIM Server SHALL send a 4XX error response back to the Inviting PoCIM Client.

Upon receiving an MSRP SEND request, containing the Final Report header as described in 5.7.2 “Originating Client Procedures”, the PoCIM Server SHALL act according to 5.7.3 “Controlling Server Procedures”. The PoCIM Server MAY add information about the clients that did not accept the file transfer to the Final Report.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.004] with the clarifications given in this section.
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
