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1 Reason for Change
This CR follows up with a global edit based upon agreed XML schema and name space revisions to all PCPS 1.0 schema files (xsd), bar none. However, it does not include nor impact the Managed Object DTD schema or any text related to that DTD. 

Before proceeding, please note that this CR does not open nor close any CONR comments. All text herein impacts comments that are already closed. In the process of arriving at final SUP files and naming perspectives utilized throughout the PCPS 1.0 CONR, certain issues have crept into agreed text.   

Therefore, the reasons for this CR are

1. Revise name spaces throughout the entire Control Plane arising from revisions to all PCPS 1.0 xsd-type SUP files.  

2. Undo any accidental revision of IANA defined name spaces that were put into PCPS name spaces. Such accidental changes can only appear in informative examples.  RFC-defined schemas (e.g., for PoC)  are not part of the Consistency Review except by way of (normative) reference. They cannot appear in normative text because they appear simply as RFC references. It means putting any such name space revision back to the RFC-defined name space within the OMNA name spaces.  

In review: The first item above repairs any name spaces that should have changed, but have not yet changed, whereas the second repairs any name spaces that changed, but should not have been changed.

The Control Plane TS editor is requested to implement the following global edit: 

	Find all
	urn:oma:xml:poc

	And replace with
	urn:oma:xml:pcps


And

	Find all
	urn:oma:params:xml:ns:pcps

	And replace with
	urn:oma:params:xml:ns:poc 


The bold font is an aid to understanding the edit; it is not part of the edit. 

This global edit works because all XSD schema files of PoC v2.0 and v2.1 have been moved to the new OMNA name space “oma:xml:pcps”.  No schemas defined in other enablers (e.g., XDM) are impacted with such global edits; for example, XDM uses “urn:oma:xml:xdm”.  
In other words: the CONR moved all xsd-sup file schemas to a new name space and so now as a final wrap up to the CONR in the Control Plane, we make sure they all are (have) actually moved to that new name space. 
Focusing now on schemas defined in RFCs, URNs defined in IETF targeting PoC have the following format: 
urn:oma:params:xml:ns:poc:abcd
The above would identify a schema “abcd”defined in an RFC.  It is possible that in the above URN the “poc” branch was inadvertently revised to “pcps”. The global second edit above catches any such revisions and returns them to the IETF-defined URN contained within OMNA.
