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1 Reason for Contribution

During a discussion of OMA-POC-2004-0078r1 ‘Simultaneous Sessions’, it was queried whether the end user will hear the Primary Group when they are transmitting a talk burst to a secondary group. The requirements in the PoC RD were deemed not to be clear, and the follow behaviour possibilities were identified during the discussion:
Option 1 - The user SHALL NOT hear traffic on the Primary group when transmitting to a secondary group.
Option 2 - The user SHALL hear traffic on the Primary group when transmitting to a secondary group, and their transmission to the secondary group shall be stopped by releasing the floor, to prevent possible retransmission of the primary group talk burst to the secondary group 
Option 3 - The user SHALL hear traffic on the Primary group when transmitting to a secondary group, and their transmission to the secondary group shall not be stopped. Retransmission of the primary group talk burst to the secondary group will occur unless something is used to isolate the incoming talk bursts, such as an ear mounted speaker.
Option 4 - Make the behaviour user configurable (i.e. the end user can configure via their mobile device whether the behaviour is as defined in options 1, 2 or 3) 
It should be noted that if signalling on the radio interface is to be saved (in the case of Options 1, 2 and 4), then mechanisms will need to defined in the network to suppress unwanted talk bust traffic. Hence clarification of the requirements is required. 
2 Summary of Contribution

In section 6.2.9.2. of the PoC RD, clarification is required regarding the desired behaviour when a user is transmitting to a secondary group and traffic occurs on the primary group. The PoC group requires this clarification in order to progress their work. 
3 Detailed Proposal 
As an example of the type of clarification that is required, please see a suggested change to the PoC RD should option 2 be chosen. The requirements group should choose which of the options identified in this contribution is desirable and create a corresponding Change Request to the PoC RD.
6.2.9.2 Multiple group operation: one primary group and secondary group(s) 

In case the PoC subscriber has a primary group and secondary group(s), the following requirements are applicable:

· If there is no traffic in the primary group, the PoC subscriber SHALL receive traffic from secondary groups according to all the requirements described in Chapter 6.2.9.1.

· If there is traffic in the primary group, the following conditions apply:

· Traffic in the primary group SHALL always have higher priority than traffic in any secondary group.  As soon as speech from the primary group arrives, it SHALL be heard immediately, even if the PoC subscriber was receiving speech in a secondary group. 

· When the PoC subscriber is talking on a secondary group, he SHALL hear traffic on the primary group immediately.  His transmission to the secondary group SHALL be stopped by releasing the floor to prevent possible retransmission of the primary group talk burst to the secondary group. 
· As long as there is traffic in the primary group, the PoC subscriber SHALL continue hearing it, until the discussion has ended, or when he takes another action (e.g. deactivates talk-bursts or selects another group session for talking/listening). While talking or listening to the primary group, he SHALL be able to continue monitoring the other group sessions.

· When the user wants to talk or listen into a group, it SHALL be possible to have the primary group as the default selected target.

· The user MAY be able to change his/her primary group.

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the OMA Requirements group choose a desired behaviour for the scenario identified in this contribution and create a corresponding CR to the PoC Requirements Document.  
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
