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1 Reason for Change

The current definition for the media parameters in the AD does not describe what is included in the media parameters.  This contribution adds the talk burst control protocol as a media parameter and includes other example items (taken from text in section 9.1.1).  This allows the talk burst control protocol to be negotiated at SIP session setup along with the other media parameters.

The information transmitted from the PoC Server to the PoC client in order to alter the settings of the PoC client, is in this document referred to as media parameters. Media parameters are transmitted by SIP/SDP messages.  Media parameters include information such as the IP addresses and ports, codec, and talk burst control indication.
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
