3.2 Controlling PoC Function Procedures

3.2.1 Requests Terminated at the Controlling PoC Function

3.2.1.1 Ad-hoc PoC Group and 1-1 PoC Session Setup Request

Editor’s Note: This clause describes the originating side procedure when INVITE request is received. 

Upon receiving of an initial INVITE request the PoC Server SHALL:

1) Check that the Accept-Contact header is included and if it is, check if the header includes the feature-tag +g.poc.talkburst and if the feature tag is included continue with the next step.

2) Check that the Contact header includes the feature-tag +g.poc.talkburst as a caller capability and if it does, continue with next step.
3) Authorize the PoC user using the PoC Address received in the P-Asserted-Identity header and if the PoC user is authorized continue with next step.

4) Initiate a SIP dialog for each invited PoC Subscriber in the MIME uri-list body as described in the section 7.2.2.1.
Upon receiving the 1:st 183 Session progress response from one of the invited PoC users the PoC Server SHOULD:

The sending of unconfirmed indication MAY be controlled by a configurable parameter.
5) Generate a 200 OK response to the PoC Client. The SIP 200 OK response SHALL:

a. Include a MIME sdp body the following information:
i. The IP address and port number at the PoC Server for the RTP session;

ii. The selected codec; 

iii. The type of floor control (i.e. Type: +g.poc.talkburst); and,
iv. Optionally, the IP address and port number at the PoC Server for the RTCP session as described in reference [RFC3605].
b. Initiate the talk burst control procedures as described in the reference [OMA-POC-CP].
6) Send the INVITE request towards the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].

Some headers of the INVITE request will need to be set in accordance with [RFC 3261] and other requirements set by the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these requirements are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].
Upon receiving the 1:st 200 OK response from one of the invited PoC users and no unconfirmed indication is sent the PoC Server SHALL:

7) Send a 200 OK response to the PoC Client. The SIP 200 OK response SHALL:

a. Include a MIME sdp body the following information:
i. The IP address and port number at the PoC Server for the RTP session;
ii. The selected codec; 
iii. The type of floor control (i.e. Type: +g.poc.talkburst); and,
iv. Optionally, the IP address and port number at the PoC Server for the RTCP session as described in reference [RFC3605].
b. Initiate the talk burst control procedures as described in the reference [OMA-POC-CP].
8) Send the INVITE request towards the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].
