1 Reason for Contribution

The current version of the CP document is missing the procedure text for the case when a PoC Client initiates an on demand ad-hoc and 1-1 PoC session.

The proposed text includes only the normal case hence error procedures must be added.

The proposed text makes a mapping between stage 2 parameters in the AD into SIP headers and parameters.

The proposal makes use of an IETF draft that are introduced in the normative section.

3.1.3.2.1 Ad-hoc PoC group session and 1-1 PoC session setup

The PoC Client SHALL initiate an on-demand ad-hoc PoC group session by sending an INVITE request to a PoC Server in the home domain of the user.

The PoC Client SHALL:

1) Include the address to the home PoC network in the INVITE request as follows:

a) Set the Request-Uri to the conference-factory-URI for the PoC service in the home PoC network of the user (e.g. sip:mypocserver@my-operator.com); and,

b) Set the To header of the INVITE request to the conference-factory-URI for the PoC service in the home PoC network of the user (e.g. sip:mypocserver@my-operator.com);

2) Include the PoC Address of the PoC user at the PoC Client in the INVITE request as follows:

a) Set the P-Preferred-Identity to the PoC address of the inviting PoC user (e.g. Jan Holm <tel:+4687197378>); and/or;

b) Set the From header to the PoC address of the inviting PoC user (e.g. Jan Holm <sip:janholm@myoperator.com>).
NOTE:
If the PoC user wants to be anonymous the From header may include a non-valid SIP URI as described in section 4.1.1.3 of reference [RFC3323].
c) Set the Privacy header to a value indicating the level of privacy required by the PoC user.
3) Include a PoC service indication in the INVITE request as follows:

a) Set the Accept-Contact header of the INVITE request to: “+g.poc.talkburst” as an explicit and required caller preference (i.e. Accept-Contact: *;+g.poc.talkburst;explicit;require);

b) Insert in the Contact header the feature tag +g.poc.talkburst=TRUE (example sip:myp800@192.168.0.2;+g.poc.talkburst);

4) Include a list of PoC Addresses of invited PoC users in the INVITE request as follows:

a) Insert a List parameter in the Request-Uri pointing to the MIME uri-list body with the list of invited users as described in the reference [exploder-draft] (e.g. List=cid:mylist@example.com);

b) Set a Content-Type header to multipart/mixed header;

c) Set a Content-Type to application/uri-list;

d) Set a Content-ID to the uri-list name (e.g. Content-ID: cid:mylist@example.com);
e) Build the MIME uri-list body with the PoC Address of each invited PoC user  (one line per PoC Address).
 
for example:

tel:+18478098636
sip:joe.doe@example.com.

5) Include the media parameters of the PoC Client in the INVITE request as follows:

a) Set a Content-Type to application/sdp.
b) Include a MIME sdp body as follows:
i. Set the IP address and port number for the RTP session of the PoC Client;
ii. Set the supported codecs of the PoC Client; 
iii. Set type of floor control (e.g. Type: +g.poc.talkburst); and,
iv. Optionally, set the IP address and port number for the RTCP session of the PoC Client as described in the reference [RFC3605];
6) Optionally, if indicated by the PoC user, include a manual answer override request in the INVITE request as follows:

a) Editor’s note: How to include the manual override answer mode is included is FFS.

7) Send the INVITE request towards the SIP/IP Core according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].

NOTE: 
Some headers of the INVITE request will need to be set in accordance with [RFC 3261] and other requirements set by the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these requirements are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].

On receipt of a 100 Trying response the PoC Client SHALL act according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].

On receipt of a 180 Ringing response the PoC Client SHALL act according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].
On receipt of a 200 OK response the PoC Client SHALL

8) Act according to the procedures of the SIP/IP core. In the case the SIP/IP core is 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS these procedures are specified in TS 24.229 [TS24.229].
9) Interact with the user plane as described in the reference [OMA-PoC-UP].
