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1 Reason for Contribution

The current AD does not address all the aspects of the privacy.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution introduces 

· How privacy is provided for the participant information notifications

· Changed control point of the privacy for the talker identification.

The current AD states that the privacy for the talker identification is provided in the Participating PoC server. However this cannot be performed generally because of two reasons:

1) Participating PoC server is not necessarily in the media path.

2) There is no introduced mechanism to provide the privacy information of all possible talkers into the Participating PoC server. (This could be solved by providing similar privacy request in talk burst control as in SIP in the ‘Talk burst taken’ message from controlling PoC server to the Participating PoC server.)

3 Detailed Proposal

8.8Privacy

A PoC user MAY request privacy for the identity of the user meaning that the PoC Address of the user is hidden from other PoC users.  The PoC Client SHALL use mechanisms defined in [RFC3323] and [RFC3325] to request privacy for the identity, i.e. the user’s PoC Address. 

If an inviting, invited or joining PoC user requests privacy of his PoC Address then the following procedures SHALL take place in the system operating in the trusted domain(s):

· The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL store privacy request of the PoC participants when a PoC participant joins the PoC session.
· the SIP/IP Core serving the invited PoC user SHALL provide the privacy of the PoC Address of the inviting PoC user on control plane at the POC-1 reference point.

· The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL provide the privacy of the PoC addresses of PoC participants when providing the participant information notifications.
· the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function  SHALL provide the privacy of the PoC Address of the talking user at the POC-3 and POC-4 reference points.  


If privacy for the identity is not requested then PoC Servers and SIP/IP Core passes the PoC Address of the inviting PoC user to the invited PoC user.

If PoC Server or SIP/IP Core is sending or receiving SIP signaling or media traffic to/from a party which is not trusted then the involved entity SHALL remove the user’s PoC Address prior sending the SIP signaling or media traffic further.  When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS then privacy mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229]/[3GPP2 X.P0013.4] are used.
