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1 Reason for Contribution

Instant Personal Alert and Group Advertisement uses the content types, which are not yet described in the stage 3 Control Plane document.   The plain text can’t be used for this PoC specific purpose, because the UI should make it easy for the user to initiate a PoC session to the sender of the PoC Alert. Furthermore the Instant Personal Alert should not be handled as an ordinary instant message on the terminal e.g. to be stored automatically in the same folder. It should also be possible to extend the Instant Personal Alert in the future e.g. with attributes. For these purposes the plain text is not enough but an application content type is needed.  XML is proposed to use to be similar as e.g. conference-info event package. In R02 definitions are added. R03 includes changes based on the received comments in the Bangkok meeting during the handling of R02. The URI of the sender is received in the request, so it is not necessary to be carried in the XML.
In the subsection 6.1.3 of the PoC RD it is said:

“The invited PoC subscriber SHALL be able to recognize the Instant Personal Alert request, together with the inviting PoC subscriber’s identity, subject to the inviting PoC subscriber’s privacy rules. The alerted PoC subscriber SHALL be able to initiate a PoC session with the alerting subscriber in response to receiving the alert, possibly at some later time.”

6.3 Content types

This sub-clause describes the PoC specific content types.

6.3.1 Instant Personal Alert

6.3.1.1 Structure of the Instant Personal Alert Document

An instant personal alert document is an XML document that shall be well-formed and shoul be valid. Instant personal alert documents shall be based on XML 1.0 and shall be encoded using UTF-8. This specification makes use of XML namespaces for identifying group advertisement documents and document fragments. The namespace URI for elements defined by this  specification is a URN, using the namespace identifier 'oma'. This URN is:

      urn:oma:params:xml:ns:poc:instant-personal-alert

An instant personal alert document begins with the root <instant-personal-alert> element. It consists of a <alert> element that indicates some free text to be rendered to the user.

An instant personal alert document shall be identified with the MIME content type "application/vnd.poc.alert+xml".
