7.x Media on Hold

7.x.1 Procedures at the PoC Client

The PoC Client MAY place the media on hold as described in [OMA-PoC-CP].

When media is on hold the talk bursts are not transferred to the PoC Client, but the PoC Client SHALL be able to receive TBCP messages when on hold.

The PoC Client MAY send talk bursts, when the media is on hold.

7.x.2 Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function

PoC server performing the Participating PoC Function SHOULD forward the talk bursts and TBCP messages between PoC Client and PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.
 

7.x.3 Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function

When the media is on hold the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL NOT transfer the media to the PoC Client, who has put the media on hold.  The media is not buffered while the media is on hold, but it is discarded.  Since the media is again activated the media SHALL be transferred to the PoC Client.

When the media is on hold the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL be able to receive media and TBCP messages from the PoC Client on hold.    
When the media is on hold the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL send TBCP messages to the PoC Client.
When the media is on hold the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY send RTCP SR/RR message to the PoC Client on hold.
