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1 Reason for Contribution

According to the OMA PoC AD the PoC Client shall know if the home PoC server support simultaneous sessions or not.  This shall be negotiated between the PoC Client and the home PoC server (participating).

The AD proposes to use either session set up or registration for this negotiation.  This contribution proposes to use SIP OPTIONS for this purpose.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes 

· procedures for the PoC Client to indicate a simultaneous sessions support; 

3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.X PoC Client Indicating Simultaneous Sessions Support

The PoC Client, which supports simultaneous sessions, SHOULD negotiate the support with the PoC server.  The PoC Client MAY send SIP OPTIONS to the PoC server in the home network.  The simultaneous session support is indicated with an attribute in the SDP of the SIP request as follows:

a=poc-simultaneous-sessions:[Support Indication]

Support Indication = “supported” / “not-supported“

The PoC Client SHALL use the attribute value “supported” for indicating the support for simultaneous sessions.

The PoC Client SHALL use the attribute value “not-supported” for indicating that simultaneous sessions are not supported.
Note: The default value is “not-supported” and it is not needed necessarily indicate to the PoC Server.
