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1 Reason for Contribution

The leaving the PoC session initiated by using a pre-established session is not covered in CP.  This contribution covers the PoC Client originating part. 

2 Summary of Contribution

REFER BYE is sent to the PoC server.

3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.7.2 Leaving a PoC session – pre-established case

PoC session originator initiates:

Upon receiving a request to leave or drop another participant or all the participants from a PoC session that was established within a pre-established SIP session as defined in chapter 6.1.4.2.2, the PoC client:

1. SHALL generate a REFER request according to the RFC3515 [RFC3515];

2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the REFER request to the pre-established SIP session identity;

3. SHALL set the Refer-To header of the REFER request to 

a. her/his own PoC Address, when the owner of the pre-established session wants to drop herself/himself, or 

b. a PoC Address of another participant, when the owner of the pre-established session wants to drop another participant, or  

c.  “*” when the owner of the pre-established session wants to  drop all the other participants from the PoC session respectively;
4. SHALL include the "method" parameter with the value "BYE" in the Refer-To header;

5. SHALL set the Accept-Contact header of the REFER request to “+g.poc.talkburst”;

6. SHALL send the REFER request towards the PoC server according to the procedures of SIP/IP core.  

PoC session participant, who is not originator, initiates:

Upon receiving a request to leave a PoC session, the PoC client, which has not initiated the PoC session:  
1. SHALL generate a REFER request according to the RFC3515 [RFC3515];

2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the REFER request to the pre-established SIP session identity;

3. SHALL set the Refer-To header of the REFER request to the PoC session identity;

4. SHALL include the "method" parameter with the value "BYE" in the Refer-To header;

5. SHALL set the Accept-Contact header of the REFER request to “+g.poc.talkburst”;

6. SHALL send the REFER request towards the PoC server according to the procedures of SIP/IP core.  

Upon receiving response(s) to the REFER request, the PoC Client SHALL handle them according to the RFC3515 [RFC3515].

Upon receiving an incoming NOTIFY request that is part of the same dialog as the previously sent REFER request the PoC Client:

1. SHALL handle the request in accordance with the procedures in RFC 3515 [RFC3515]
2. MAY display an indication to the user of the acceptance or rejection of the request based on the information in the NOTIFY body.  

Release of the pre-established SIP session:

Upon receiving a request to leave a pre-established SIP session as created in chapter 6.1.4.2.1, the PoC client:

1. SHALL generate a BYE request within the pre-established SIP session according to the RFC3261 [RFC3261];

2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the BYE request to the pre-established SIP session identity;

3. SHALL set the Accept-Contact header of the BYE request to “+g.poc.talkburst”;

4. SHALL send the BYE request towards the PoC server according to the procedures of SIP/IP core.  

Upon receiving 200 OK response to the BYE request, the PoC Client SHALL remove the user plane resources of the pre-established SIP session by interacting with the User Plane [OMA-PoC-UP].

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
