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1 Reason for Contribution

The session termination policy is not covered in CP.  Session termination policy is needed when removing participant(s) from PoC session.
R01 contains the changes proposed in the OMA-POC#13 Orlando meeting. R02 contains the changes proposed during the handling of R01 in the Orlando meeting.
2 Summary of Contribution

Session termination policy is specified in a new section 7.2.X. There are three cases: originator leaves the session, only one participant is left, and configured inactivity period expires.

3 Detailed Proposal

7.2.X Session termination policy

There are the following variables that have influence on the removal of PoC participants from the PoC session. The variables can be configured by the operator for the PoC server; the possible values are given in the parenthesis. 

· auto-release (true/false)
· if true the rest of the participants are removed from the PoC session and the session is terminated when the originator leaves the PoC session

· if false the rest of the participants are not affected and the session is not terminated when the originator leaves the PoC session
· inactivity-time (seconds)
· if the PoC session has been inactive the specified amount of seconds the PoC session is terminated
· PoC-session-max-length (seconds)

· if the PoC session has lasted the specified amount of seconds the PoC session is terminated
· number-of-remaining-participants (number)

· if the PoC session has as many as or less than specified participants left the PoC session is terminated
The PoC server performing the controlling PoC function SHALL remove the rest of the participants from the PoC session it hosts and terminate the session
· if the PoC session is an Ad-hoc or 1-1 PoC session and the originator of the PoC session leaves the session; or
· if the PoC session is a pre-arranged PoC session and the originator of the PoC session leaves the session and the auto-release has the value “true”; or
· if the PoC session is a 1-1 PoC session and there is only one or none participant in the session; or
· if the PoC session is a pre-arranged or Ad-hoc PoC session and there are as many as or less than “number-of-remaining-participants” participants in the session; or
· 
· if the PoC session has been inactive more seconds than the inactivity-time variable specifies.
· if the PoC session has lasted longer than the PoC-session-max-length variable specifies.

· if the PoC session is pre-arranged or chat PoC group session and the group is deleted.

The PoC server performing the controlling PoC function SHALL remove a participant from the PoC session

· if the PoC session is pre-arranged or restricted chat PoC session and the participant is removed from the group
